THE FIRST WORKINGMAN RETURNED TO THE 
CANADIAN PARLIAMENT.

lFrom tho Montreal Witne.»?.

Henry Buckingham Witton, M. P. 
for Hamilten, waa born at. the small 
villaga of Bpuih Lopham, Norfolk, Eng­
land, October 31st, 1831, And is now forty- 
o/ie years of age His birthplace is in the 
beauti lui valley of the Waveny, the de­
lightful scenery of which has been so ad 
mirably described by the-poet Bloomfield, 
in his “ Farmer’s Boy." Near South 
Lopham is the town of Diss, famed of old 
as the residence of Skelton, whom Eras­
mus named "The glory and the light ol 
British Literature." At Diss Mr. Whitton 
received such education, very imperfect 
and rudimentary,as his parents, who were 
poor, could with much difficulty ard many 
a orifices of their own comforts, afford to 
give him. Here also he was apprenticed 
to the trade of ooaeh-making, but in con­
sequence ol the discontinbacce of this 
business by his employer, he was thrown 
on his own resources at the early age ol 
seventeen. His subsequent employments 
were in Tbctford, London and Manchester. 
In the latter city there has always existed 
an active public spirit, which is never 
without its effect on young ingenuous 
minds with a cup,icily lor wmk in tilt 
service of the race. There Mr. Witton 
was attracted into fields of usefulness, 
and became a worker in the cause of edu­
cation and other much needed reforms, 
many of which have now happily been ac­
complished. In 1853 he emigrated to the 
United States, and for three years remained 
a resident of Troy, N. Y. In 1856 he re­
moved to Hamilton, Canada, where he has 
resided ever since, and for nearly the 
whole period has been in tqe service ol the 
Great Western Railways For some years 
past he has been foreman in the paintshop 
of ihit Company, and has performed his 
work laithlitllyand well. On bis first ap­
pointment the Company profited largely 
by economies introdu ed by him—net tin- 
pitiable economies from which workmen 
suffer, hut the wise ones ol paying tor tit * 
best aitiole and the best man all that tnc> 
are worth, and making the most cut of 
them During all tlie years ol his work­
ing life he has been gradually improving 
origiuall scanty education.

Alter coming to Hamilton he a quired 
French and Latin, and applied turns,If 
With enthusiasm to the stu ty ol practic, 1 
geology, astronomy and microscopy, to the 
latter of which especially he has lor several 
years devoted most ol his leisure time. In 
January of this year he read an able paper 
before the Hamilton Association, on the 
“ Lower Forms ol Lile lound in Burlington 
Bay,” which was printed in full in the 
Hamilton Spectator. Mr. Witton lias the 
happy faculty of divesting science of dry 
ness and investing it with interest for the 
most unscientific of his Iriends. His style 
is easy and pleasing. He is the possessor 
of a telescope, an expensive microscope, 
and one of the most extensive and valuable 
scientific libraries. His reading, however, 
has not been exclusively scientific, biit va­
ried and catholic, and bis kntwledgo ol 
gereral literature, history, politics and po­
litical economy makes him an agreeable 
companion for those who care for neither 
the mysteries of the stars nor the marvels 
of the ponds. Ilis life has been essentially 
a quiet one, spent in work and study. He 
has in a larger degree than most men cum 
minded the respeet and o iofidence of his 
te low-woikinen, and many votes wcré'ca.-t 
for him and his ticket during the late elec 
tion on grounds purely personal to himsell. 
He is moderate and courteous in speech, 
and has passed through a severe election 
contest wiib u ore ol good will towards him 
on both sides tl a i perhaps ever before fell 
to the lot of at.y candidate uuder similar 
circumstances. Ilia residence intheStates 
led him to revise many ol Lis earlier opini­
ons on general politiis and political eeonu 
my. which, in a greater or less degree, is; 
not an unusual result with English resi­
dents there ; the m st norahts instance, 
perhaps, being that ol Prole.-sor UulJwm 
Smith. Since Mr. Wilton’s residence in' 
Hamilton, he lias always voted with the 
party now known as the party oi “ Union 
and Progress.” His mother still survives 
in a hale old age, and will read with pride 
in the Uld World of his triumph in the 
New, and wijl have the pleasure and grati- 
cationof feeling that not in vain were all 
the efforts and sacrifiées she made to give' 
him that education and training which has 
led to such results.

Terror- 
stricken, he did not stop to challenge the 
ghostly intruder; but dropped bis musket 
and fled to the guard-house, recounting in 
broken accents the appearance of the 
“White Lady-,” always held in the court 
legends to portend some disaster to the 
House of Hapsburg. Not willing to take a 
mere statement unsupported, the next 
night three men and a corporal took 
the watch, and at the midnight hour, 
the apparition was again seen, van­
ishing when' pursued. On the third 
night, a hold sentry assumed the post and 
waited until the palace clock rang out the 
witching hour. Promptly as the last 
mournful reverberations died away, the 
“ White Lady" again appealed, moving 
along the corridor, but halting at some 
distance frotn the gnard, then turning and 
disappearing. Three times the sentry 
challenged the figure without response, 
then with one bound he Went in pursuit. 
Trbough the long corridor sped both ghost 
and soldier, the latter straining every 
nerve and gaining onjthe shadow. Alceady 
his hand was raised to grasp the figure, 
when it turned and faced him. At that 
moment, his bayonet plunged into, not 
thin air, but into the living fiesh of a 
young man, who now lay at his feet latally 
stalihed. He was carried off, no one knows 
whither, and the guardsman sent to a post 
remote front Viellina. and the whole affair 
remains a royal mydtery. -v . : ,

Ontario Electidn Scenes.
An attentive Côtrespondent at the Shire- 

town of King's faVers ds with the follow­
ing, among other items :—A decided ad­
vance has occurred in the price of land, 
and new buildings are going up rapidly 
Mr. Cookson, ( the genial Registrar ol the 
PrbbOte tiourt.) Mi, Gillia, and Mr. Hicks 
are erecting new residences upon beautiful 
sites at the village. Mr. L. Carvell’s pro­
perty, adjoining that of Mr. Wedderburn, 
baa been greatly improved, while the beau­
tiful grounds of the latter are always visit­
ed hysqjournera at the village. Mr. Robt 
Marshall,,of St. John, has purchased the 
property lately occupied by the Rev. R 
Simonds, and carpenters and painters are 
11 putting it through.” The “Union 
Chapel” haa been greatly improved by the 
addition of new and suitable windows, and 
the inside has been decorated with a nicely 
tamed oval ceiling and raised cornices,and 
the whole interior painted in imitation of 
panel work. The Rev. Mr. Hemmeon 
(Methodist,) and Rev. 1. E., Bill, Jr., 
(Baptist.) alternately officiate. The Gram­
mar School has been re-painted and re­
furnished-, 4nfl the Teaober is now occu­
pying the large property purchased by him 
from Mr. VY . K. Crawford, where the non­
resident pupils may board. The whole ar­
rangements in connection with tho Gram­
mar School and the Bearding House are 
most thorough and excellent, although a 
good deal of Well-grounded complaint is 
heard because no effort is made to have the 
school placed upon the Free School list. 
Mr. Crawford commenced last summer to 
place new buildings upon the “Home­
stead.” From the village to the Station 
and back is a constant stream of foot or 
carriage travel. Along the entire distance 
shade trees have been planted whict) will 
greatly beautify this “walk” in a few 
years, and the contractors are now engaged 
in laying down a plank sidewalk irom the 
“Village Corner” to the Station. The 
mills are steadily at work ; the river is 
crowded with rafts,and several new houses 
have been built “on the road," and the 
place is crowded from Spring to Foil with

preserved in Loudoun Castle irom the death 
of Wallace until Çve years back, when it 
was removed by the lato Marquis ot Has­
tings to his seat in Leicestershire. On the 
death of the Marquis in 1868, it passed into 
the possessien ol the present countess, who 
lias just brought it back to its old home.
