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ing all or any of the said several persons
hereinbefore mentioned, or all or any of the
members of the said Corporation or any per-
son whatsoever, individually liable or ac-
countable for or by reason of any debt, con- 5
tract or sccurity for or by reason of the said
Corporation or for or on account or in re-
spect of any matter or thing whatsoever re-
lating to the said Corporation.

VIII. And be it enacted, That it shall not 10
be necessary for the validity of any act per-
formed by any married woman as a member
of the said Corporation, or to her becoming
such that she be thereunto specially autho-
rized by her husband, any law, usage or 15
custom to the contrary notwithstanding.

IX. And be it enacted, That nothin
herein contained shall affect or be construe
to affect in any manner or way the rights of
Her Majesty, Her Heirs or Successors, or of 20
any person or persons, or of any body politic
or corporate, such only excepted as are
herein mentioned and provided for.

X. And be it enacted, That this Act shall
be deemed a Public Act, and shall be pub- 25 .
licly taken notice of as such by all Judges,
Justices of the Peace and other persons
whatsoever without being specially pleaded.
