Six weeks after the profes-
sors have received the results,
the same sample will be taken
of the classes previously test-
ed and the results will be com-
pared to the first results.

The comparison of these re-
sults will be sent to the pro-
fessors without being made
public but for the professors’
own benefit.

It is hoped by taking this
approach to course evaluation,
professors  will respect the
opinion of their students on
the subject of the value of

their courses. This program
is seen by the committee as
an attempt to put the profes-
sors and students on the ba-
sis of accomplices in the pro-
cess of education.
