Under the Suppression of Com­

munism Act, all newspapers in 
the country required to deposit 
about $30,000 with the govern­
ment, which is automatically for­
feit if the government decides 
that the newspaper is furthering 
the “aims of Communism.”

Other acts passed by the 
Nationalists are suggestive 
enough by their titles: the Pub­
lic Safety Act, the Criminal Pro­
cedure Act, the Riotous As­
semblies Act, and the Unlawful 
Organizations Act, among 
others.
