I am indeed pained to learn of the death of one
who for many years has been so loyal and devoted a counsellor-
and friend. Profound sorrow will be felt and expressed in
all parts of Canada at the word of Semator Paradis' death;
particularly will his loss be mourned by members of the
Liberal party, in the councils of which for many years he
has been foremost, both in provincial affeairs in his native
Province of Quebec, and in federal politios. Few men have
been more imdefatigable or more unselfish in their efforts
to promote their party's interests and to advance its
principles and policies.
