by a German U~boat in the American safety zone. On the very
same day, however, this report proved to be a false alamm,
and s0 it was learned that American ships had searched a wide
aree to help the attacked vessel only to discover her perfectly
safe, and in another position the next day. This felse report
is all the more interesting beceause it is not the first. Nor
example, there was the case of the British freighter whioch
reported that it was being attacked by a German submarine off
the American coast. An American destroyer searched in vain,
but nothing was heard of the ship until 1t was later discovered
unharmed in a British harbour.
