Extracts from letters in the Christian Guardian.
(From the Rev. E. White.)
THS CLIMATE.

Is undoubtedly a fise ose. The conflici-
ing testimony on this point arises chiefly
from the fact that some believe nothing but
what they see, and otbers believe everything
they Aear. One comes to Victoria and
stays a few days, during which time it rains,
and soows, and blows almost incessantly,
and 1be ropda are muddy, sod the at-
mosphere very unplessint’; sud he goes and
reports, *“that the climate is exceedingly
dissgreeable ; that be would mot live in such
a place for any amount; the last place in
the world to take a fsmily,” &ec, &ec.—
Aunotber spends a few days here at another
time, wheo the weather is charming ; the sky
clear, the whole earth covered with flowers,
the roads good, aud the aimosphere exceed-
ingly delighifal and salubrious; and straight-
way be proclaimes, ¢ that it is the most glori-
oue climate in the world.” . The trath lays
between the two extremes. Persons who
bave lived bere many years, sud who have
little interest in misrepresentation, sgree in
testifying *“that it is u very healihy clime,
that it is eveo milder than Eogland, and
not so foggy; that the epring and summer,
with the exception of a liitie too much dust
the latter psrt of the dry season, are exceed-
ingly plessant.” It 1s now over a week
since we landed. There is no frost in the
ground, snd no snow except o the mouo-
teins. A liule fell one day, but it melted
noarly as fast as it came down. There isa
slight frost almoet every morning, but it
soon dissppears afier the rising of the suo.
Daring the greater part of the time since
we came the weather bas been very fine.—
" We bave had some rainy daye which are
called very unpleasant h=re; but they are
pot more 20 than much of our April weather
often -ie in Canade. Negetation is more
than & month earlier than in Canads Wesi.
The climate up Fraser River s similar, I
am told, unly a litle colder. “Bat what
seems very sirange is, that the region 300
miles up the Fraser 13 said to be milder
than st Fort Hope, which is only 190 miles

GENERAL PROGRESS.

Victoria has an excelient site for a large
city. Last June it had not morethaa about
20 baildings outside the Company’s fort It
now has of shops and dwellings of varous
dimensions over 500, and about 40 io
course of erection There are, | should
thiak, over 50 stores of one surt and another,
and 10 or 12 hotels, st which bosrd end
lodging may be bad at from $1.50 to $3 00
per day. The most of these buildings are
of very inferior qualiy in their size and
structure, but will soon give way to those
of a better description. A few good brick
buildings ere already up, and others will
soon be erected. The population of Vie-
toria just now is about 3,000 ; but as over
1200 lots have heen sold, it is thought that
a great many houses will be put up during
the comiog season. Lots are bigh. y
range from $100 to $10,000 each. The
time for speculating in lots here is passed.
Tbe. roads are quite muddy, but we bave
sny quantity of stone and gravel for road
meking.

THE VANCOUVER INDIANS.

Dear Sir,-~1 devote this jetrer exclusively
to the *“Indien Depariment,” irasting
thereby 1o awaken' sympathy in the hearis
of the privileged and blest for these miser-
able specimens of humuaity.
eight hourssince in Victoria they kidnspped
a man of snoiher tribe with whom they wre
at veriance, and it is in connection with
this [ wish to write.

Premising, I state things as I f und them
(at some inconvesience, and no littie risk,)
I leave your readers 10 draw their own
conclusions. The camp or seltlement ol
the Indians lies across the water, and on
reaching the bridge I beheld the equaws
crowding the canoes far out in the water.
This looked suspicious, while the sharp re-
port of a nfle again snd again on shore
caused me to halt.
spot guarded by chiels with long dirks from
sll intruders. Ioeide this was a sceoe no
aften beheld ; prominent among the many,
wss 8 poor wreich bound at the elbows
with & sirong cord, while from this went
a rope held ot its end by e fellow apparent-
ly strong and cruel. Around this bound
man they shouted, taunied, aiming every
momeot at him with their spears, or poiut-
ing with their guns as if about 10 shoot
bim. With this creaiure in the middle,
they imitated sciual warfare, nuw finding
the trail, and anon losing, now diseovering
an enemy, snd then yelling as only savages
csn. Ruifles, speare, and dirke were in
glorious profusion, and I feli a hutle nerv-
ous as they would make their rush toward
where | was standing. Qace, the poor
crealute made an effort as if he would es-
cape by the water, but a sudden jerk of 1he
rope soon brought him on terra firma.—
Theiwr dresses were very primitive, but their
perscns were horrible begrimmed ; dancing,
spearing, yelling, s more exact representa-
tion of Pandemonium it were difficult to
imagine. Ooe old wreich, with a voice
like a stentor, would |ift up bis arms, and
make sach s noise as | before thought
belonged to another world than this. Af
ter sousing their man agsin and again in
the water, the drume aod shells meanwhile
keeping an horrid accompaniement, they
made off for the resr of their dwellings, |
cautiously followed them, uniil [ could see
through the trees the waving of their plames.
All was sull, save the murmuring of their

was a large represention of our Saviour on
the cross.

Perhape on ihe Pacific shore the grand
effort has 10 be made in beball of the wild
red man ; and these slopes may yet show to
the world deeay arresied, and civilization
demonstrated in the persons of a restored

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An Act for the better Equal-
izing the Elective Franchise
in certain Counties.

(Passed the 30th day of March, a. p. 1859.)

WHEREAS the privilege of returning mem

bers to the General Assembly is enjoyed
unequally by the inhabitants of the Counties of
Halifax, Lunenburg, Kings, Hants, Annapolis,
Digby, Cumberland, Pictou, Richmond, and
Cape Breton, by reason of someportions of the
electors being debarred the right which others
exercise, of returning Township as well as Coun-
ty Members:

Be it therciore enacted by the Governor,
Counc |,and Assembly as follows :

1. The election of members to serve in the
General Assembly of this Province tor the Coun-
ties of Lunenburg, Annapolis, Digby, Cumber-

Richmond, and Cape Breton, shall, after
the expiratioa of the present House of Assem-
bly, be by Counties oily, and not as at prerent
by Counties and Townships; and thenceforth
each of the said Counties of Lunenburg, Anna-
polis, Digby, and Cumberland, shall be repre-
sented by three members in the General Assem-
bly, to be chosen by all the electors of the Coun-
ties unitedly, and not as heretofore by three
members chosen by different constituences;
and the said Counties of Cape Breton and
Richmond shall each be represented in Gen-
eral Assembly by two members, to be cho-
sen by all the electors of the County unitedly,
and not as heretofore by different constituences ;
and the electors of the Townships ot Lunenburg,
Annapolis and Clements, Granville, Digby,
Ambherst, Isle Madame, and Sydney. shall not

2. For the purpose of representation in the
General Assembly, each of the Counties of Hal-
ifax, Kings, Hants, Colchester, and Pictou, atter
the expiration of the present House of Assembly,
shall be separated into two Electoral Divisions;

of the members now elected in those Counties,
respectively, shall return two members, except
the western Electoral Division of the County
of Halifax, which, including the City of Halitax,
shall return three members.
