Can the North Subdue the South?

Robert Dale Owen, in a public letter on”the
exploded fallacy which formerly obtained, as to
the food and monetary resources of the South in
the sustainment of a prolonged conflict, thus

The at-
tack of the Federal forces on Vicksburg has been
terribly unsuccessful ; yet the Ncw York papers
intended for Europe berald the news of the tak- |
ing of Vicksburg. Gen. Sherman has retired |
from before the city afier suffering a loss of 4000
men. Gen. Bragg, Confederate, reports that he
has gained a great success, capturing 4000 pri-
soners, 31 pieces of artillery arl 200 waggons.
Confederate Gen. Hampton eaptured 27 Federal
waggons near Occuquan, laden with choicest
supplies for Buraside’s army, and 170 soldiers
who were guarding the train. The Confederates
have captured Springfield, Missouri, with a large
amount of Government stores—and aiso Tren-
ton, union Cit$, and Humbodt, with 2000 prison-
ers. It is stated and believed that a large
steamer has arrived at a Southern port bringing
a special messenger from Europe, and a valuable
cargo of stores. Gov. Seymour of New Yprk,
in his inaugura] message denounces President
Lincoln’s emancipation projeet, and declares his
purpose to protect citizens of his State agaim!l
arbitrary arrest.

The most important question that can arise
relative to this proclamation respects its legal
effect. Immediate practical effect it has none ;

dition as before. They still live on the planta-
tions ; tenant their accustomed hovels ; obey
the command of their master or overseer, eating
the food he furnishes and doing the work he re-
quires precisely as though Mr. LixcoLN had not
declared them free. Their freedom, then, it is
clear, is only a dormant freedom ; if free at al,

the proclamation is of any legal force, it is like
a deed purporting to convey the fee simple of a
piece of property to which there is an adverse
claim, the urveem claimant being in actual pos-
session.

{enr 1862, give an e rebel loss of 6,004

illed, 17,671 wounded, 29,822 prisoners. Added
to this is 42,822 reported losses in killed, wound-
ed and prisoners, which makes a grand total of
96,409. The aggregate federal loss during the
same period is 12,408 killed, 65,420 wounded,
and 38,221 prisoners. Added to this is 770
reported losses in killed, wounded and prisoners,
making a grand total of 106,819.

It must be remembered, however, that these
are by no means official figures—indeed, there
are very few, compartively, official reports of
losses. Nor do the above figures comprise all
the losses. The battle of Fort Craig, Texas,
and Valverde, undoubtedly resulted in a rebel
loss of at least, 3,000, in killed wounded and
prisoners, while the Union loss on the first battle
must have been at least 1,000.

The losses of Pope in his disastrous campai
in Virginia must have exceeded 20,000, while
the rebels escaped with a loss not exceeding
5000. At Perryville, Ky., the enemy probably
lost 5000. The battles in Arkansas have dou‘t
fess resulted in a rebel loss of 20,000, while
Unjon losses have not exceeded 5000. This
increases the grand total of rebel losses to 108,-
