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DRINK IN AUSTRALIA.

“Now for a yarn about grog. Iam
more disgusted with it than ever, and T
@ very glad to say that vhe feeling is
spreading very wuch amongst the
miners and workmen at large; still
they will drink, though full well they
all know its damaable consequencas. I
bave long yarns with most of the men,
about 100, working in the quarzy; they
almost all cagree ‘on this point, and I
am sare, if'it were put 'to the vote, not
a public-liouse would stand. The trade
is damnable, - If I go to town with fish
or game to 88ll—* What do you want
for that goose?” ¢ fhree shillings’—
¢ Here is 2s. 6d.; you must take a glass’
(for the rest). Itis a most damnable
slavery! Not a . bargain, no work—
nothing to be done without grog; the
very parson wants it (he thinks) to
preach a good sermon!—it is a fact, I
have seen it over and over againin this
country. Ilong to see the Permissive
Bill pass into law all over the British
Ewpire. It would be a glorious day !
To say * tlere is a hill; there is stone.
We want so many thousand tons.” One
hundred men are employed to get this
stone, at from eight to ten shillings a
day. The contractor puts his head to
work with others to Lag his men’s
wages.

The above is extracted from a letter
just received by Sir Walter C. Trevelyan
from the neighborhood of Reckhamp-
ton, New South Wales, dated 22nd
September, 1876.

Sir Walter writes;—* I think this
extract from a latter I have just re-
ceived from an old settler and a hard
worker in Australia will interest you.
It is important as showing the strong
feeling which is springing up among a
large and powerful part of the popula-
tion, oi the iniquity and tyranny of a
Government in partnership with the
drink interest, robbing and ruining the
people through the licensed liquor
laws, which are formed and well calcu-
lated to protect their cursed monopoly,
but not the community, whom it un-
scruplously planders and ruins in all its
most vital interests.”
