Writing from Salisbury Plain,
date of November 24, Lew.
says:

Dear Mother and Father,—Received
your letter some time ago but could
10t get a chance to answer it before.
I wrote last week. I received two let-
ters from her the same day, the last
one being dated Nov. 2nd, and up to
then she had not received my firgt let-
ter posted from the steamer. What is
the use of writing when the letters are
never-delivered?

I am not at camp now but am down
here with fifty others working as car-
penters. This place is about 15 miles
from Fond Farm Camp. We are build
ing 5000 huts and it will likely be
three more months before they are
finished. Each hut is 60 ft. long by 30
t. wide, 6 windows on each side. Each
window has 6 panes of glass 13 x 18,
so you can fancy what they are like.
