BUTTE'S BIG DISASTER.

Terrible Havoe Worked by the Explosion
ot Giunt Powder.

Mont., Jan. 17.—By the explos-
ion of giant powder in the hardware ware-
house which was reported yesterday many
lives were lost. The grounds for a block
around the-scene of the explosion “was
strewn with the quivering flesh of dis-
membered men and horses, pinned down
by fragments of the fire engines and burn-
ing brands from the demolished ware-
house. The building was literally blown
to pieces, and a hole 70 feet deep was ex-
cavated in the ground by the force of the
explosion

‘I'ne list of the dead will possibly reach
75, and the da e done to property will
be more than £1,000,000. In all, three car-
loads of powder exploded. A boy, ten
years of age, was found dead in the street
two blocks from the scene of the ex-
plosion.

Over 100 injured, many of them
fatally. Every hospital in the city®is
crowded. The citizens who escaped appear
to be stunned L unable to fully realize
the extent of the calamity. Most of the
dead are so frighifully mangled that iden-
tification is impossil Heads, legs, arms
and other parts of hoedies were picked up
all about the scene of the explosion: within
a radius. of five bloeks fingers, brains and
fragments of flosh were gathered up with
shovels and deposited in baskets.

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A STRANGE P4 NOMENON.

Lights, Stroy r 1han Two Noonday Suns,
Seen by a Steamer on Lake Michigan.
GRAND HAVEN, Mich,, Jan. 21.—The De-

troit and Milwaukee steamer was more

than half way across Lake Michigan on

Friday night when the pilot saw a bright

light off the starboard bow. He could not

account for it, and called the captain. The
captain, too, was puzzled, and thinking
that the boat must have veered from her
course and that the light was from Grand

Haven, he ordered her headed for it.

It was calculated that the light was fif-
teen miles ahead. After proceeding ten
miles a companion light appeared some
five miles to the westward. The passen-

gers, who had by this time been aroused, |

gathered on the deck and watched these
lights, which now began to flash at inter-
vals.

On went the steamer and as she ap-
proached the light the passengers were
obliged to hold up umbrellas and other
objects to shade their eyes from the intense
glare. So bright was it that Steward
Walthew, over 60 years old, was enabled
toread the Lord's prayer from the fine
print of a Bible without his glasses. Sud-
denly a mountain of darkness seemed to
arise between the boat and the light, but
the blaze was flashed over its top. In a
few moments the mountain sank back-
ward and the lighs were seen
brilliant for the eve to endure. At just
2a.m. by the captain’s watch, the lights
flashed, there was a terrible rumbling like
a quadruple peal of thunder, and then the
lights disappeared. Almost on the instant
a tidal wave struck the ship and the
phenomenon was over.

No one attempts to explain the strange
occurrence.  The boat,
miles out of her course, was over an hour
late in arriving here. *A  commercial
traveller named Dunn, who was on the
boat, said that the glare was greater than
two noon suns and that he really believed
the end of the world had come.  The cap-

The Unemployed in Montreal Evidently

> Ient on Mischief.

MONTREAL, Jan. 19.—Montreal narrowly
escaped serious riot and bloodshed yester-
day afternoon and had it not been for the
effective work of the police the results
would have been serious.
