ADDRESS TO MODELITFS

The fourth series of addresses at the |/

Model School, Athens, was delivered
by the Rev. R. B. Patterson, BA , on l
Friday. November 11.  He oféned his
address with the remark that he did
not regret that he was once a public
school hoy and that he took great
pleasnre in addressing the students of
the A, M. 8. The topic of hisx uddress ‘
wus “A visit 10 the seat of New Eng-

land song and story.” Having omce

made this visit, the speaker nsed Lis |-

descriptive powers to advantage.

He spoke of the city of Boston, of
its maguificenc buildings. of its parks.
of its driveways and of its historical |
significance; Here in the bay of
Boston wok place the greatest tea
party of the world. He a!so spoke of
its mooern buildings, especially its
public library, upon the walls of which
are hung the works of the greatest
painters of the world. Here are the
wonderful windows painted by Puvis
De Chavanne. Then, too, of the
musenm where the -statues from
Greece, the mummies from Egypt, and
curiosities from all parts of the world
are exhibited. Leaving the museum,
the speaker took his audience on an |
imaginary journey to the great iron
gates of Harvard College—gates which
are always open to vhe aspiring youth.
On every side were buildings built at
different periods, beautiful walks and
spreading elm trees. But the central
feature was the wemorial building
erected in memorv of John Harvard,
who gave half his wealth to found this
college. More interesting yet was the
visit to Longfellow's howme, a great
yellow structure, with hug: gables and
in froet, wide spreading lawns This
was the home of Longfellow. Next
came the home of James Russell
Lowell. It.was not s0 imposing but
quite as beautiful. There were scenes
where great men fulfilled the God
given duty ot prophesying and inter-
preting. The speaker next descrived
Concord, a quiet village with its wide
and peaceful streets, its spreading
lawns and mighty elms. Then he
passed on to the homes of Hawthorne
and L. M. Alcott. Most interesting
were trese places Romance seemed
to linger in the air and the speaker,
unable to «xpress h's feelings, felt as
though he were on holy ground, living
and moving aniong the spirits of the
past. Then he descrihed ‘‘Sleepy
Hoilow Cemetery” where Lon gfellow’s
words—

“Lives of great mo!n, all remind us;

We can make our lives sublim-

Aud départing, leave behind us
Footprints on the sands of time,”
entered bis micd ;—and lastly Mount
Adnburn Cemetery the most teautiful
in the United ‘States. There were
the graves of Longfellow, Holmes,
Prescott and also those of many other
tamous men. The speaker then arked
why all these great personsges were
born and educated within the shades
and shadows of Harvard University.
It was because the spirit of the Pilgrim
Fathers had at last tound expression.
A few stirring words on patriotism
followed in which the speaker spoke
of the bright future of Canada, using
the expression “We are Canadians.”
In conclusion he said that he expected
that some ot those who are being
educated within the walls of the A.
M. 8. will prove the pillars of our fair

Canada.
