Facts Worth Remembering.

It is better to set two or three
hens at a time and allow one toraise
the chicks. It does not require any
more scratching for: thirty chickens
than for three.

If yow use boxes for nests, cover

of

the front with cloth and cut through

the centre to enable them to enter.
They prefer a quiet, dark place.
Thete are tLree things to be guard-

ed against in raising chicks; 1 cold,

food.

Don’t allow the hens to wander
about in the wet with the little chicks
but coop them in some dry protected
place, and keep the little ones warm
and comfortable. The first ~fear
weeks will decide the question of
profit. Get them by this time in
good condition and they will have
received a good start.

Examine your broods frequently
for signs of vermin and be sure that
none remain. This is an important
element of success.

On the question of food depends
the size, strength and vigor of the
chicks. We have seen people who
would scald a basin of corn meal,
and feed it, or allow the chicks to
help themselves, until all was eaten,
when we know that in a very few
hours such food sours and becomes
indigestible. Feed nothing uncook-
ed to the growing chi~ks until they
are -large enough to take of grain.
Pure aweet bread crumbled in milk,
hard boiled eggs, and bread crumbs,
are the very best kind of food for the
little one. Cracked wheat and oats
mixed with milk, and baked will do
much to strengthen, and will be eat-
en eagerly. After two weeks feed a
little whole wheat and give them
access to oyster shells crushed, and
ground bone. No one deserves suc
cess unless willing to give attenticn
to these details which insure profit.

Eggs inteuded for hatching should
be stood in bran and placed in a dry,
cool place with an even temperature,
and in this way they may be kept
two weeks.

Save a cornar of the garden for a
few aromatic herbs. They thrive
nicely along the suuny side of the
garden fence, and they will require
a deep and fairly rich soil. Thyme,
summer savory and sage are great
additions to many soups and stews.
Cut them just before they bloom on
a bright sunny day. Tie them in
bunches and hang them up to dry.

Much care should be exercised in
saving all the wood ashes as they are
among the best fertilizers for the
farm and garden. It has been truth-
fully said that they are to **the
earthy parts of vegetables what milk
is to the animal system, or bara-
yard manure to. the entire crop.
They contain every element, and
generally in the right proportions,

for insuring a fall and rapid growth.” |

The Farm and Garden reminds
those who are allowing themselves
to be carried away by enthusiasm on
the poultry subject that because a
man keeps twelve hens a year and
and makes a profit of $12, it by no
means follows that he can keep 1,200
hens the same time and clear $1,200.
With large flocks comes almost in-
variably the crowding of them into
close quarters and the consequent
developement of discase.

MrsrakeNn Economy.—The most
shortsighted and poorest economy a
gardener or farmer can pursue is to
sow poor or doubtful sred. While
taere is yet plenty of time to make
tests, and to procure good seeds in
case those on hand prove worthless,
no one should neglect to make sure
of having only first-class stock when
spring-time and garden work begin.
The losses and disappointment which
frequently result from sowing poor
seeds are far greater than can be
computed in dellars and cents. It
would be about as judicious for an
engineer to run a passenger train
over an unsound railway bridge, as
for a gardener to trast to the,chances
of raising a profitable crop from
doubtful seed.

Analysis shows that cabbage is
richer in oil and nitrogenous matter
than mos$ other kinds of greea food,
and for this reason it is an excellent
vegetable for feeding stock. Matar-
ing late in the fall it msy be pre
served as green fodder until January,
and for milch cows nojbetter diet can
be supplied than a mixture of cab
bage and hay. Another thing in its-
favor is that the same area of ground
will grow more tons of cabbage than
of almost any other green crop.

Give the fowls soft feed in the
morning ; it satisfies their immediate
wants after their night’s fast quicker
than whole grain.

The Gardener’s Monthly says that
a little windwill, such as some boys
can make with a jack knife, will
keep birds out of a cherry tree in
case a tiny bell is attached toit. It
is better than a stuffed cat or an im-
itation hawk.

The Effects of Kind Treatment
on Young Horses.

It would be difficult to find a pret-
tier sight than that of Tom Cannon
making friends with one of his young
ones. Some of the high-bred sensi-
tive little -reitures are extremely
pervous.—When their master goes
into their box they get as far from
hio as possible, and eye his pro-
ceedings suspiciously. They show
a disposition to start from his hand,
however gently it is outstretched,
and-this they waich at first with ap-
prehension. Presently they look up
to his face, see the kindly smile,
hear the persuasive tone of his voice,
and by’ degrees, with their soft little
muzzle outstretched, only showing
slight timorousness by the movement
of their ears, they approach him.
