OrTawa, September 18.—The hous:
of commons this afternoon is azain in
committee on the controverted electicns
bili. Mulock got an amendment himit:
ing the amount of costs to be taken on
petition. It was also decided to inerease
the amount of depoeit to be put up on
appeal from $100 to $500 except when
the appeal was on preliminary proceed-
inge,  Laurier moved an amendment
providing that when the two judges tiy-
ingfan election case disagreed an appeal
mizht Dbe taked direct tofthe supreme
court of Cavada. This motion was lost.

In the evening session the house wae
in committce on government foreshores
bill and Dominion lands bill.  With
ordinary progress the government Jegis-
lation can be put through now in three
days cr even less.

The report of Tarte-McGreevy com-
mittee is first order of the day for Mon-
day.
