BUTTER FROM WHEY.
WOODSTOCK C HEESEMA KERS DO 

NOT LIKE PROCESS.

The Labor Required to Extract the 
Small Quantity of Fat in Whey 
Worth as Much aa tbe Product- 
Better Feed It to the Hogs.

Woodstock, Nov. 6.—Local cheeec men, 
questioned to-day in regard to the prac­
ticability of the scheme which is being 
worked by some manufacturers of mak­
ing butter from whey, were anything but 
enthusiastic as to the outcome of such 
an experiment. The consensus of opinion

Ever was that the manufacture cannot 
- carried on profitably. On the ques­
tion of the amount of butter fat in whey 

opinions seemed to differ.
One very intelligent and successful 

chee&emaker contended that under nor­
mal conditions the amount of butter fat 
in whey was 1-10 of 1 per cent. Accord­
ing to this estimate, out of 25,000 pounds 
of whey there could be manufactured 25 
pounds of butter. To make this amount 
it would take a man at least eight hours 
to run it through the separator, and 
two hours more would be required in the 
manipulation.

It is also claimed that the bulk of the 
separated whey would be useless as a 
food product The time taken, the ma­
chinery required and the loss of tho 
whey as a food product for hogs is worth 
more than ite intrinsic value applied in 
any other direction.

Some cheese men claim that under nor­
mal conditions 2-10 of 1 per cent of 
whey is butter fat. If this be the case 
25,000 pounds of whey would produce 
50 pounds of butter, but even so, it is 
claimed that this quantity of whey used 
for feeding hogs would be worth more 
-than 50 pounds of butter, after the ex­
pense of its manufacture has been de­
ducted. .

Mr. Collard expressed satisfaction with 
the gentlemen mentioned, nnd the wo­
man asked for a blank note and went 
out. returning shortly with the instru­
ment filled out and endorsed “Ben. C. 
Fairfield."

The $200 was at once paid over, and 
the woman departed. When Collard was 
going home two hours later he went into 
Fairfield’s store and showed him the 
note.

“That’s not my signature, said Mr. 
Fairfield. “I always sign my name B. 
C. Fairfield. 1 never saw that before."
