The Care of Spring Lambs,

The spring lambs are valued according to
their earliness and their plumpness, The
differenee in price between an-early lamb and
a late omeis very considerable, and often equal
to that betweea a handsome profit and a
agreeable loss. Just mow is the ppportunity
for making $his profit by hing she lagbs
ahead. This is best done by feeding the ewe,
Nothing else makes such sweet meat as the
ewes’ milk, and nothing is better for helping
the ewes to yield abundant and rich milk
than an 2xtra feed of baif & pinta day of oat-
meal. A tarmer who for some years made a
special business of rearing early Iambs for
markes with much profit, had the first lambs
dropped in January, and kept the ewe and
lamb in a se te small, warm, and comfor-
table pen, where the ewe counld feed at leisure
and comfort without being driven off and rob-
bed by anenvious ramor a sly ewe. Here a
mess of one quart of slightly-warm and  well-
sweetened oat-meal gruel was given morning
and niglu to the ewe with some of the finest
of the hay gus early for this special purpose.
As nothing is gained on a farm without being
éarned, it should be theaim of the fagner who'
raises lambs to putas mach labowr and skill as
be possibly ¢an just af shis time in making
his ewes and lambs thrifty and happy. .

There is very little difference between the
specific gravities of cream and water, Indeed
very poot ::Qm may be of pmilrly the
same speci vity as water, while very
rich cream vill‘;: lighter, .

Cream varies v much in its character.
Of six samples ion of water con-
tained have been found to vary from 50 to
72.25 per cent, while the proportionspf actu-
al fat have varied fronf 10 t0 43.9 per cent.
It iws fact that creamis only exceedingly’
rich milk, and the milk of the eream has pre-
cisely the specific gravity of skimmed milk
that is free'from fat, which is 1.035.

The fat of milk has ‘a specific gravity of .9,
80 that it is quite easy to calculate how much
{at there is required to make the cream weigh

y. the same as water. Then water
#nd eream thoroughly mixed would not sepa-
rate, and a certamn proportioh of water
may be mixed with cream, and if the water is
roperly thickened and coloured, as it is some-
times, witis starch and yellow matter, noth-
ing but a chemical analysis would detect
the adalteration.
