Halifax, N. S„ March 27—Within 
thirty-two hours on Sunday and 
Monday four trans-Atlantic llnefs 
aggregating a tonnage of 55,033 tons, 
landed 831 cabin and 1,472 third-class 
pasaeLor, at Halifax. It was the 
greatest Influx of Immigrants 
through this port since pre-war days, 
and they were handled with despatch. 
Six special Canadian National rall- 
wah trains with a total of fifty-three 
cars, all up-to-date steel equipment, 
left within the thirty-two hours. 
The majority were British prospec­
tive farmers. The linens arriving 
were Cunarders, Regina, Saxonla, 
Anson la and the Anchor Donaldson 
liner SAturnla.

BLESSING OF
NEW LINER

Cardinal Mercier, primate of Bel­
gium, will bless the new 27,200 ton 
liner "BBLGENLAND" of the Red 
Star Liner at Antwerp before she 
leaves on her maiden trip to New 
York on April 4, It was announced 
by the White Star Dominion Line.

The event will mean the revival of 
a custom that has been abandoned 
since the days when ships of the 
line were blessed before proceeding 
forth to battle, and has caused con­
siderable Interest.

P. V. G. Mitchell, manager of the 
Red Star Line at Antwerp, and for­
merly assistant general manager of 
the White Star Dominion Line, will 
entertain Cardinal Mercier at lunch­
eon on board the "Belgenland" after 
the ceremony. King Albert of Bel­
gium has also accepted an Invitation 
to Inspect the ship before she sails 
on her maiden voyagq.

The "Belgenland" will be the larg­
est ship on the Antwerp-New York 
run. She Is 670 feet long with a beam 
of 79 feet and carries $00 first, 600 
second anil 1500 third class passen­
