Winnipeg Catholics have arranged to 
interview Hon Mr Laurier regarding 
their position to the separate school 
controversy. The Roman , Catholic 
minority of the Northwest are making 
complaints of unjust treatment in 
matters relating to schools, and the 
Northwest Assembly has appointed a 
committee to investigate and suggest 
remedies,

Quebec, August 26.—It is not generally 
known that a few months will see the 
completion of a road that will very 
materially shorten the distance between 
Quebec, Halifax and St. John. Some 
1,200 men are now at work upon what is 
known as the Finge branch of the Quebec 
Central railway, which leaves the last 
named line between Point Levis and 
Sherbrooke, joining the Canadian Pacific 
Short line at Lake Megan tic, a distance of 
fifty-seven miles. Over twenty miles of 
rails are already down and the oontraptor 
states the the road will be open for traffic 
this fall or early in the spring.

A New York despatch dated August 
31st, says : The Cunard liner Lncania, 
Capt. McKay, which sailed from 
Queenstown at 12~45 p m, Aug 26th, 
passed in a* Sandy hook , at 5.18 this 
afternoon. Allowing twenty minutes 
for the run from the lighthouse to 
Sandy Hook , she has beaten the Cam­
pania, who holds the fastest western 
record, by forty minutes.. The best 
p-evious western record of tlie Lncania 
was uve days, 12 houra and 47 min­
utes* which was held as the record un­
til Aug. 17th last, when the Campania 
made the jun in five'days, 9 hours and 
29 minutes, ^

A Japanese gentleman agent for the 
Nippon Tea Traders Association arrived 
in Toronto a few days aBo and registered 
at one of the principal hotels. He left 
Japan August 5th. He stated that when 
he left home his countrymen were greatly 
excited because of the war in progress be­
tween China and Japan, The greatest 
enthusiasm prevailed among the Japenese. 
Citizens ot all classes were offering them­
selves in thousands for duty as soldiers. 
The national treasury was being filled 
with the wealth of noblemen and civilians 
who were anxious that the Government 
should not be crippled for want of funds. 
He had every oofijjdenoe ip the abflity of 
his countrymen to win the tight if the 
other great nations did not interfere. 
He said that the price of tea would not 
be affected this year, but if the war con­
tinued it would be felt in this country 
within twelve months.

North Sydney, September 3.—On 
Sunday morning, Captain Kennedy, of the 
steamer Delta, when off Scaterie, noticed a 
schooner under sail moving. about in an 
aimless sort of way. Seeing no person on 
fyoard and noticing that the sails were 
traced aback, he pursued the straying 
vessel and after some difficulty succeeded 
in placing his mate and four men on board 
The vessel proved to be the topsail schoonr 
St. Clair. 97 tons, of Plymouth, England, 
built in 1890, and had left Twillingate, 
Nfld., some time ago for North Sydney. 
The vessels lights were still burning and 
everything was in good condition, there 
being nothing to indicate that she had 
been ashore; but the boat lashings were 
cut and bore the impression that the boats 
bad lefo the schooner in a hurried manner. 
The St. Clair, which arrived here yester­
day afternoon, is now at the General 
Mining Association’s Pier. No tidings 
have >yet been received of the missing 
crew.

Wbstvillb, August 31—A fearful acci­
dent occurred at the Drummond polliery 
at one o’clock this afternoon, wherèby E. 
Pero, locomotive driver, lost his life. He 
had his locomotive placed before some 
loaded coal cars and went down under his 
engine for the purpose of oiling. A full 
par in the usual course was lowered from 
the screen, causing the others, together 
with the engine, to move, the locomotive 
wheels catching Pero about the middle, 
crushing him terribly. Mediçalaid wfta 
summoned, but without avail. Death re­
lieved the sufferer five hours later. Pero 
was one of the^pldest drivers in Nova 
Scotia, if not m Canada, hiving worked at 
the building .of the Windsor and Pictou 
branch railways. F/om the latter place 
he entered the employment of the Inter­
colonial mining company, running con­
tinuously on their toad from its opening 
25 years ago, untiJK th« fatal afternoon. 
Ha was a general favorite with every per­
son and is well known/by all railway men 
throughout the province. He leaves 
w:fe and eight chijdten and was 63 years of 
age.—HeraJ ’
