Mr. Gladstone-

Tae Ricer HONORABLE WIL-
LiAM EwaART GLADSTONE, died at
his residence, Hawarden Castle,
England, at 5 o'clock, on fhe
morning of Thursday last, the
19th. inst. He was in his 89th.
year, having been born on the
29th. December, 1809. Mr. Glad-
stone was one of the most re-
markable men of this century.
He was a great scholar, a great
writer, a great orator and a great
statesman. He was the fourth
son of the late Sir John QGlad-
stone, Bart., of Kineardine Coun-
ty, Scotland, and afterwards a

rowinent merchant of Livérpool,
%ngland. He was educated at
Eaton and Oxford, whence he
graduated in 1831, takhzg a dou-
ble first class. He was first elee-
ted to Parliament, as a Conserva-
tive, in 1832. He entered Lin-
coln’s Inn, for the study of the
law, in 1833 ; but after six years,
he petitioned to have his nawe
removed from the books of the
Society, on the ground that he
had abandoned the purpose of be-
ing called to the bar. In 1834,
Mr. Gladstone was appointed a
junior lord of the treasury in the
Government of Sir Robert Peel,
and in 1835, he was made under
. Secretary for Colonial affairs.

The Peel ministry was defeated
in April of the same year, and
Mr. Gladstone retired from office
with his leader. In 1841 he again
took office under Sir Robert Peel,
as vice-president of the Board of
Trade, and master of the mint,
and was sworn & member of the
Privy Council. In 1842 the re:
vision of the tariff fell to his lot,
and so well did be perform this
laborious work that it received
‘the sanction of both houses of
Parliament, with scarcely an al-
teration, In 1843 he became pre-
sident of the Board of Trade; but
resigned office in 1845, and -in
1846 resigned his seat and re-
mained some time out of Parlia-
ment. He wus agsin elected in
1847, and in 1 '

o

F‘t_n‘euwas defeat

cellor of the Exchequer in the éo-
alition ministry of the Earl of
Aberdeen. He occupied the same
position for a short time, in the
ministry of Lord Palmerston, in
1855. In the winter of 1858.9
he accepted, under Lord Derby'’s
second cabinet, a special mission
to the Ionian Islands, and in June
1859, resumed office under Lord
Palmerston, as Chancellor of the
Exchequer. After the death of
Lord Palmerston, in 1865, Mr.
Gladstone became Leader of the
House of Commons, retaining the
Chancellorship of the Exchequer
in Lord Russell’s second adminis-
tration. On the resignation of
Disraeli’s ministry in 1868, Mr
Gladstone became Prime Minister.
During his term of office, he in-
troduced and .passed the Irish
church disestablishment act, in
1869, the Irish land act, in 1870,
and also the elementary education
act in the same year. His Gov-
ernment was defeated in 1874.
In 1880, after his celebrated Mid-
lothian campaign. Mr. Gladstone
was called to the Premiership, the
second time, on the resignation of
the Earl of Beaconsfield. In 1885,
2 p the House on
a vote on thelk , and Lord
Salisbury came into power; but
at the general election in Novem-
ber of the same year, the Liber-
als were successful, and Glad-
stone again took the reins. On
April &h., 1886, he introduced
his home rule bill for Ireland, in
one of the most powerful speeches
of his life. 'The scene in the
House on that occasion is describ-
ed as one not to be forgotten. On
June 9th., the second reading of
the bill was rejected by a ma-
jority of 80, {He appealed to
the county and = was defeated.
He resigned before meeting
Parliament and Lord Salisbury
became Premier, for the sec-
ond time. Mr. (ladstone car-
ried out another Midlothian cam-
paign in 1892. In August of that
year, on the fall of the Conserva-
tive Government became Premier
for the fourth time. In the fol-
lowing April he moved the second
reading of his second home rule
bill, which was subsequently de-
feated in the House of Lords. In
1894 he retired from the ministry,
and shortly afterwards resisgned
his seat for Midlothian. ince
then he had seldom expressed an
opinion on public questions. His
health and strength had gredually
failed till the end came, as above
announced. This is but.the merest
outline of the public career of this
wonderful man. Whefher viewed
as an author, an orator or states-
man, he was equally great. It
wi]] probably be some time before
we look upon his like again.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT,

The house went into sopply on Mon-
day 16th. om Mr. Tarte’s item for-tbe
Major park fence. Mr. Tarte was
asked for ah expianation concerning
this remarkable item. This item had
stood over for explanations. That day
Mr. Tarte prepoged to withdraw the
item and bring in a smalier one with
the supplementary estiniates. He was
not allowed to escape that way, but
was questioned on his policy of draw-
ing up the job 8o that he wounld not be
brought under the order requiring all
works over $5,000 to be let by tender
and contract. Mr. Tarte argned that
the $5,000 rule only applied to a con-
tract which could not be made without
tend:r when the amount was over that
sum, but he held that the minister
might spend what he liked by day
work. After farther discussion, Sir
Louis Payies took the oppesite line of
argument, declaring that when a vote
was over $5,000 in one year, it could
not legally be spent without tenders,,
except in cases of emergency whether
done by day work or contract. Hon.
Mr. Tarte made 80 many confradictory
statements that his colleagues had to
give him up and let him fight it ouc
alone. Finally the item was dropped.
On the item of seyenteen thousand for
maintenance of Ridean hall and
grounds, Mr, Monk moved that the
item be reduced to eight thomsand,
He stated that in his own city of Mont-
real there were residences much finer
than Ridean and equsily well kept.
The snnpa] cost was not half that of
Ridean. Mr. Fayjor poipted out that
the lagt yesr of the late government the
expenditure was fonrteen thousand.
The opposition condemned this appro-
priation ss too large, but the present
government spent eight thousand last
year and were asking seventeen this
year. Mr. Rogers (patron) said he
voted last year sgainst the reduction
becamse he was told by the minister
that it was no ineressg oyer the pre-
vious year, and becange hp had agsur-
ances that & great reform wonld be
made this year. He had been disap-
pointed. Hon. Mr. Tarte declared that
while he was minister of public works
he wouid not permit distinguished per-
sons who were sent to Ganadg ss vice
roysl fo be housed in- a. hole, - He
would do the right and decent thing
by them, Mr, Rogers moved that the
item be strack omt pltogether ; lost,
only Rogers voting for it, Mr, Monks’
motion was so changed as tocall dor a
redngtion of twelve thousand ; lost, 19
to 46, most of $he opposition members
voting in the affirmative, §ir Charles
Tupper did not vote. Mr. Rogers was
the only governmeént member yoting
for the reduetion, The whole evening
was spent in supply ea the public
works estimates. The house adjourned

After some preliminaries, on the 17th
the solicitor general moved the third
reading of the franchise bill. Bir Chas.
Fupper moved that the bill be referred
back to the committee for the incorpor-
ation of an smendment providing that
in the provision wherg there is judicial
revision, an appeal shall be allowed
from the final revision to a county
court  judge or superior court jadge.

The government
could not withdraw from that position,
but Sir Wilfred ventured to think that
the provinces themselves would pro-
vide the remedy which Sir Charles
sought. Hon. Mr. Rifton defended the
action of the local revisors in Manitoba,
but announced that he had reason to
believe that the government of that
province would prepare a measure for
an appeal to the judges from the local
revision. 8ir Charles Hibbert Tupper
pointed out that the revisor whom Mr.
Sifton commended as s man of extra-
ordinary probity snd espacity, ass the
same gentleman who, as discovered in
the public accounts commitiee, had
been conducting some interesting finan-
cial transactions with Hon. Mr. Sifton
at the expemse of the country. He
would naturally expect that the parti-
cipants in these affairs would have a
good opinion of each other, Hon, Mr.
Fielding defended the Nova Scotia sys-
tem and got a reply from Mr. Bell (Pic-
tou) and Mr. Mills (Aunpapolis). Mr.
Davin elicited a reply from the solicitor
general tnat Tupper's amendment was
not unconstitutiopal, but Hon. Mr.
"Fitzpatrick intimated tbat it was want
of confidence in the provingcial antkori-
ties. Mr. Powell discuesed this poiut
and Hon. Mr. Foster made-a strong ap-
peal first for federal control, and that
failing, for a revision by a competent
court of law. The vote was then taken,
resulting in the defeat of the amend-
ment by a vote of 88 to 48. It wasa
straight party vote, except that Dr.
Bethuoe continues to vote with the
government. On motion for the third
reading, Mr. Clarke of Toronto took up
clause 9, which clause provides that in
provinces where tha electoral list is not
prepared at regular intervals, no pro-
vincial list- more than a year old shall
be used for federal purprses. Mr.
Clarke moves to make the time six
months. The solicitor general said
that he thought the government shounld
accept the amendment, and Premier
Laurier moved that the bill be referred
to committee to change. Afterward
Mr. Ingram pointed out that in some
Ontario towns thjy yogld make great
expense and inconvepience. Mr. Clarke
said he would be willing to limit the
amendment to cities containing more
than one constituency, wherenpon Pre-
mier Laurier said be would withdraw
his amendment, 8ix o’clock. After
dinner, Premier Lanrier adhered to his
conclosion to withdraw his ‘amend-
‘ment. The solicitor ral, however,
admitted that there wad a grievance in
Ountario, and promised 'td " bring the
matter before the Ontario government.
Mr.. Ganong asked whether Hon. Mr.
Fitzpatrick wounld not urge Novs Scotia
and New Brunswick to provide for a
judicial and an impartial revision of
the lists The bill was read a third time.
The postage bill was then taken wup.

When Hon. Mr. Mvlock took up the
postage bill he began the opera-
tion by refusing to answer a question of
Hon. Mr. Foster concerning his “I
William Mplogk ” proclamation.

He maintained that the
project was within the realm of prac-
tical politics, supporting this proposi-
tion by quotations from Chamberlain’s
asd Devonshire’s speeches and by the
utterances of leading journals in Lon-
don and other British cities. Mr. Mec-
Neill‘regretted Mr. Laurier’s utterances
in England agsinst preferential trade.
Coming st the time they did the words
of the premier fairly dazed the friends
of cloger union in the motherland ; but

which was apparently still ready to
negotiate in Washington, would jnst
for once negotiate in London. Bix
o’clock. After dinner Mr. McNeill com-
pleted bie argument based on the utter-
ances of British public men and ap-
pealed to the government to accept and
suuport his resolution, which was atter
all but an expression of opimion to an
notable anniversary in Canade, for it
recalled the founding of St. Jobn by
three thonsand patriots who left their
homes and possessions that they might
dwell urder the British flag. He
trosted that the government would
calebrate the occasion by stabbing this
regolution. Mr. McMullin followed,
charging that the late government
legislated against the emmpire.

He had then
made up his mind that Great Britain
was abandoning the policy of free trade,
just as be hed seen the liberal party in
Canada abandon it. He r:marked that
the fast line steamship was the slowest
line he ever knew, 8o slow that he was
ot sure it would ever get here. Mr.
Bain, from the government side, took
straixht ground against the resolution
and moved an amendment ¢ that this
bouse will at all times favor every
prac'icable means of developing im-
perial trade, and expresses its satisfac-
tlon with the action already taken by
the goverfiment in thatdirection. After
remarks by Dr. Sproule it was remarked
that Sir Wilfrid had gone home. Bir
Louis explained that the premier wag
not weil. Mr, M¢Neill said that for the
sake of unanimity he would accept the
amendment of the government if they
would strike out the elanse commend-
ing the action of the government. This
was not a necessary part of Mr. Bain’s
motion, and of conrse it could
not receive the support of the oppositicn
members. Cartwright said that the
last clanse was the most important part
of the amendment and the government
would not consent to strike it out.

men in the council of the nation. No
death since that of the Duke of Welling-
ton had attracted 80 much attention in
the empire. Mr., Gladstong was per-
haps the greateat parliamentary orator
of this century, but #e was much more
than that. He was always ready to lift
his voice for the oppressed of all nations,
and has continved to exercise hig great
influence on the publi¢ mind even down
to the last days of his life. While all
nations were paying tribute, this house
might well join its expressions. He
proposed & committee to draw up a re-
solution, naming 8ir Wilfrid Laurier,
Sir Louis Davies, 8ir Richard Cart-
wright, Hon. Mr. Mulock, Sir Charles
Cupper, Sir A. P. Caron, and Hon. John
Costigan. B8ir Charles seconded the re-
solation, observirg he wes sure Sir
Richard rightly interpreted the feeing
of the house. Mr. Gladstone was prob-
ably the most conspicnous man of
the century. Nature endowed him with
the highest faculties and his indomit-
able energy had made the greatest uge
of them. No man of his time had such
a full knowledge, covering so wide a
range of subjects. The position he ocen-
pied was such that no man’s views were
more studied and no man’s actions more
closely watched. His transcendant po-
sition as an orator was universally ad-
mitted. To speak the truth and feel it
was said to be the requirement of
an orator, From his own experience
Sir Charles could testify that one counld
not hear Gladstone, even th.ugh he dis-
agreed with him, without feeling that
what he said he believed from the bot-
tom of hig hpart, This houss would
join with the paople of all conutries and
nations in expressing sorrow that Mr.
