The charge made by Liord Oharles
Beresford that the organigation and
distribution of the fleet was not what
it should be bas been pronounced
sgainst by the Committee of De-
fence. This is satisfactory, though
probably it wi'l fail to convince all
the critics, The present distribution
of Great Britaipls naval forces is the
result of a revolation in which Sir
Jobp Fisher was understood to be
the moving miond. It involved the
abandonment of the North Ameriean

and West Judiap snd the North
Pacific stations. It reduced the
strepgth of the equadron in Eastern
Asiatic waters, Then, it concen-
tpated in the Mediterranean sand
Britich waters the most powerful
vessols sfloat, cruisers and battle-
ships.
