Ishould
be afraid to take any steps which
would lead me to fear that the
30,000 Canadian corpses in France
and Belgium might possibly rise
out of the grave in the shape of
ghosts to point their gaunt tingers

at me as having, at the endof the
third year of the war, had any
part in preventing a people

Hoover, of the U. S. A., has
issued the following suggestions
for the saving of food and fuel.
While addressed to the people of
the United States, they are
equally applicable to Canada.
Their adoption will help to win
the war against Germany, and
besides may have us from an en-
forced stringency later on :

Save the Wheat—One wheat-
less meal a day. Use corn, oat-
meal, rye or barley bread and
non-wheat breakfast foods. Order
bread twenty-four hours in ad-
vance so your baker will not bake
beyond his needs, Cut the loaf
on the table and only as required
Use stale bread for cooking, toast,
otc. Eat less cake and pastry.

Save the Meat—Beef, mutton,
or pork not more than once daily.

Use freely vegetables and fish.
At the meat meal serve smaller
portions, and- stew instead. of
steaks. Make made-dishes of all
left overs. Do this and there
will be meat enough for every one
at a reasonable price,

Save' the Milk—The children
must have milk. Use every drop.
Use buttermilk and sour milk for
cooking and < making cottage
cheese. Use less eream.

% Save the Fats—We are the
world's greatest fat wasters. Fat
is food. Butter is essential for
the growth and health of children.
Use butter on the table as usual

are as good. Reduce use of fried
foods. Soap contains fats. Do
ot wast'e'it. Make your own
washing soap at home out of the
saved fats. ;

Save the sugar—Suger is scar-
cor. We use as much today three
times as much per person as our
allies. - So there may be enough
for all at reasonable price, use
less candy and sweet drinks. Do
not stint sugar in putting up
fruit and jams. They will save
butter. 3

Save the Fuel—Coal comes
from & distance, and our railways
are overburdened hauling war
material. Help relieve them by
burning fewer fires, Use wood
when you can get it.

Dominion Parliament.

Ottawa, July 16.—Sir Robert
Borden rose at the opening of the
“House this afternoou to move the
resolution which had been stand-
ing in his name for three months,
petitioning the Imperial parlia-
ment to grant an extension of the
present Canadian parliamentary
term for another year. Mr. A.
C. McLean, of Halifax sprang a
surprise, on the House, however,
by rising to suggest that consid-
eration of this resolution be post-
poned for a few days at least. He
said he did not pretend to speak
for any other members on his
gide of the House, but it oecurred
to him personally that it would
be only fair if consideration be
postponed at least until the mili-
tary service bill had passed
through the Commons. “The ul-
timate disposition of this measure
may effect me personally very
much, in reaching a conclusion
apon the resolution,” he said.

Sir Robert Borden replied that
he would have been glad if Me.
MacLean had communicated to
him a little earlier his desire for
a further postponement. Natur:
ally he had supposed that any
requests for its postponement
would have reached him before
the House met this afternoon.
He had come here prepared to
move his resolution, which had
already been on the order paper
for some months. However, with-
out making any promise as to
further pestponement the premier
said he would let it stand until
tomorrow, and would consider
