MASTERS AND MATES
EXAMINER ABPOINTED

Cantain  Demers, Ottawa, Names
Captain. Grant as Examiner for
Masters’ and Mates’ Certificates
for This Part of West,

Captain L. A. Demers, F.R.A.S.,
chief examiner oi masters and mates
at Ottawa, was in the eity this week
on_bis initial trip to the Capital of
Alierta.  While here he appointed
Captain Grant, of this city, as exam-
wmer of masters- and mates for this
part of 1l - west. Hé left the city to-
day on the C, P. R. for the Paciiic
coast.

To a Fulletin representative yester-
day Cootain Demers stated that he
was taking hig regular trip of inspée-
tivh through the cofinfry. Represen-
tations had been made at Ottawa that
they was a need of An examiner of
masters and mates at Edmonton. Ves-
sels were being built 10 operate upon
the various lakes and rivers in the
country. -According to the marine reg-
ulations all vessels built and manned
in the country must be efficered by a
captain and a mate, who have seeured
a eertificate. Prior to this time the
nearest examiner was-at Nelson, B.C:,
or West Selkirk, Man,; and all candi-
dates for masters’ or mates’ eertifi-
cates had to go to either of these
plages to take the examination. Capt,
Demers aceordingly made a trip to
Edmonton and appeinted Captain
Grant to this' pesition, the appoint-
ment to take effect irom July Ist,
1505,

Captain Grant is an eld sailor on
both salt and {resh water. He is &
Picton, N.S., man, and for, mang
vears had charge or sailing and steam
vessels out of St. John. He is the
irst examiner of masters and mates
to be appointed in Alberta or Sas-
katehewan. Besides - granting certi-
icates to masters and mates, Captain
irant has also power to issue permits
o vessels on coast or inland waters.
l'here are now twenty examiners in
‘anada.

He has
welve of these sehools under his
harge, located at Halifax, St. John,
Yarmouth, Vietoria, Vancouver, Col-
lingwood,Toronto, Kingston, Montreal,
Quebec Noeth Sidney and Lunenburg.
Prior to taking his present position
‘aptain Demers started the first ma-
rine school in Canada at Halifax and

careering down Yonge street with the

“OTTAWA IN COLLISIO

With Norwegian Steamer in Gulf of
St. Lawrence, Results in Consid-
erable Damage to the Ottawa, Now
Steaming Back to Quebec.

Montreal, May 12—The steamer Ot-
tawa sailed from Montreal on- Satur-
day with a good-1ist of passengers and
a light cargo.
on her way down the gulf at four
o'clock Sunday siternoon, and yester-
day aiternoon/ at. four she steamed
slowly past the signal station at Fame
Point on her way back, signalling:—

“Have been in collision with Nor-
wegian steamer Thorold, considerably
damaged: The forehold is full of
water; passengers all well.”

The Canadian Pacific wrecking tug
Cruiser is following ‘the Ottawa about
a half hour behind on her way up the
St. Lawrence for the summer season.
This will be available if her services
are required. The Ottawa was steam-
ing about 15 knots an hour, 86 it is
caiculated that the eollision must have
occurred fully 150 miles below Fame
Point; where there is practically open
sca,; the gulf ‘being 25 miles = wide
thexe. It probably occurred shortly
betore daylight on Sunday morning.

Officials of the Dominion line have
no further information on the matter,
but _conclude that there must have
been a heavy fog at the time; although
the river reports - do not indicate any
trouble from :that source. It is ex-
pected that the Ottawa will reach the
signalling station at Father Point
some time tomorrow and that at the
rite she is travelling she will not
make Quebee until tomorrow night or
Wednesday morning

Mr. Thom, of the Dominion line,
stated yesterday evening that ivrom the
fact that her injuries were not more
scrious he concludes that the collision
could net ‘havé been a very serious
one.

NO NEW LICENSES
ARE APPLIED FOR

Meetings of Various Boards of License
Commissioners in Pravince — Only
One Renewal Is Withheld—Improve-
ment in Standard of Hotels.

(From Thursday’s Bulletin.)

Various boards of License (Commission-
ers throughout the Province of Alherta
held meetings last week and in some dis-
tricts the boards will meet this week to
consider the applications for renewal of
hotel and wholesale liguor licenses. Mr.
John Rae, of the Liguor License Branch
of thé Attorney General’s Pepartment,
and Mr. W. A. Deyl, Chief Licenss Ine
spector, were out all last week attending
the meetings of the commissioners. Mr.
Rae returned to the city yesterday and
Mr. Deyls work in this connection will
be completed on May 18th.

Mr. Rae informs the Bulletin that so
far no new applications for licenses have
heen received hut several are expected
before the work of the commissioners is
completed. Of the large number of ap-
plications for renewals only .one, that
of the Cecil Hotel at Hardisty, was re-
fused a renewal of license. Several, how-
ever, have been laid-over for further con-
sideratian.

In District No 1, comprising Edmonton
and Stratheona the meeting was held on
May 1st. At this meeting the application
of thes St. Emile and Farmers’ Hotel at
Legal; of Carl Qitzel and J. E. Lauren-
celle for licenses at Spruce Grove; of the
Alberta and Morinville Hotel Co., at
Morinville; and of the Joseph Chamber-
lain Hotel at Leduc were all laid over
for further consideration on May 26th.
All other renewals were granted.

The meeting in Distriet No 8 compris-
ing Daysland, Stettler, Lacombe  and
Olds were held on May 4th, 5th, 6th and
7th vespectively. The applications of R.
J. Fergusson and Chas. Hansen, of Stett-
ler, were only recommended for renewal
fer a period of six manths, and the board
acted on the recommendation. The con-
sideratipn of licenses for the city of Wet-
askiwin was postponed until the 28th
of May. Tn the same division the appli-
cation of Messrs. Kleckner and Light-
bedy for renmewal of the Royal Hotel
license at Ponoka was adjonrned for a
mecting to be held at Red Deer on May
27th. In this district the application of
the Cecil Hotel at Hardisty was refused.

On May 8th the board for district No.
9 comprising the city of Calgary, granted
all applications for remewal with two
exceptions. The applications of C. D.
Taprill for renewal of the Alberta Hotel
and of the Moodie Liguor Co. for renew-
al of wholesale lignor license was laid
over until Tuesday, May 26th at Calgary
for further consideration. No applica-
tions were recéived from the ,Palace
Hotel and Braemar Lodge at Calgary
and it is understood that none will be
made.

The sittings of the hoard for Calgary
on May 9th and at Banff on May 11th.
‘At Calgary Mr. Soper’s application for
renewal at Airdrie was adjourned for
consideration on May 26th.

OWEN SOUND STRIKERS.
. HOLD OUT FOR MORE

Collections Taken up in Churches to
Assist Salvation Army in Feeding
C. P. R. Dock Laborers.

Owen Sound, May 12—S8trikers noti-
fied the C. P. R. this morping that
they would offer a new scale, which
does away with the bonus eystem, of
which there is considerable eomplaint.
The rate is fifteerd and sixteen eents
for overtime. If these terms are de-
cided upon it will be a victory for
the men.

On Sunday night the Northern Nav-
igation stecamer was- forced to with-
draw from the C. P. R. dock and un-
load at the Grand Trunk, sheds where
the truckers get 17 cents and freight
stowers 20 cents. Today the C. P. R.
liner Manitoba arrived and was com-
pelled to remain - at the .passenger
wharf. Over.three hundred men have
been dumped here, many of them, it is
alleged by misSrepresentation, in. an
offort to replace the strikers,

Collections. were taken in many
churches to assist the Salvation-Army
to feed the destitute men. ' The only
violence was when an attempt was
made with a few men to unload the
Dundee. A crowd of men armed with
fish plates threatened to throw  them
in the machinery unless work stopped.
It was stapped. Through the efforts
of ecouncilmen the company agreed to
offer eighteen cents per hour Sor regu-
lar work and 24 cents for over time
and Sunday work, with two eénts an
hour bonus. Two weeks’ netice of quit-
ting, .and twenty cents without bonus
for . eoal or grain. The men refuse
unless they get a . two year’s agree-
ment and a guarantee of each striker
getbing back with an offer to eare for
the Toronto contingent.

Doukhobors in Fruit Region.

THE FARMERS ARE
WELL SATISFIED

Hundreds of Letters Received Con-
cerning Excellenice of Seed Grain
Says R. E: A, Leech.

(From Monday’s Bulletin.)

. R. E. A. Leech, of Brandon, who ia
in. charge of the distribuiron of seced
grain' to the farmers in Western Can-
ada by the Dominion government, ar-
rived in the cily -yesterday on the
C. N. R. and went south to Calgary
this adiernoon. Mr. Leech is taking
a wrip through the west in connection
with the closing up of the work of the
distribution of this grain and stopped
at Edmonton to look inte the condi-
tions here. He visited the seed grain
branch this. morning both at the Do-
minion lands office and”at the provin-
tial government buildings and found
everything in satisfactory condition.

Speaking to a Bulletin representa-
tive this morning Mr. Leech stated
that praetically all of the applica-
tions for seed grain in Alberta and
Saskatchewan had now been filled.
The department had had a busy time
of it this year. They had distributed
about 1,500,000 bushels of grain in the
west, the greater proportion of which
was oats.  Adout 16,000 applications
had been received and about 40,000
separate consignments of grain sent
out. There was a quantity of oats left
after all applications had been receiv-
ed and this was being sold, western
oats at 70c per bushel and imported
oats at 85¢c. The supply of wheat had
been just about sufficient, but the de-
partment had. been unable to eecure
enough barley te supply the demand.

Mr. Leech stated that the farmers
throughout the west were appavently
well satisfied with the graim distribut-
ed. Very i#ew complaints had been
received as to the quality of the grain
distributed. and the department had
on file hundreds of letters from farm-
ers from all parts of the country ex-
pressing _their satisfaction with the
grain distributed and commending the
government’s method of handling the
prcblem which the grain shortage
caused,

“The season throughout the wkst has
been ideal for the farmers so far,”
said Mr. Leech. ‘““The spring opened
out fully one month earlier than last
year and eeeding is well advanced.
The warm, sunny weather with occa-
<ional rains has done much to promote
growth and the farmers are every-
where hopeful of a  bountiful and
ecarly harvest. The ecrop acreage is
considerably larger than last year,
showing that the rarmers have laith in
the country.”
