IN M@SE JAW

He Gives Frank Answers to Ques-
tions Concerning School Books
and Union Labor.

Moose Jaw, July 30—Speaking in
support of John R. Green tonight, Pre-
mier Scott said a few words about the
rather disagréeable aspect of the con-
test. Those of them who were in the
province three  years ago would re-

member they had a lengthy campaign

care to abstain from personalities; a
course which wag not iollowed by their
opponents nor was il followed now.

'The audience loudly applauded when
the premier named as one of the chief
vilifiers J. K. McInnis, president of
the Provineial Rights party, a man of
a character so slimy that decent people
could searcely touch it.

Having noted’ the complete agree-
ment of the wifnesses beiore the mun-
icipal commi§sion that a tax on all the
province for the purpose of the schools
would be a good thing, Mr. Scoti e-
veloped other conviuacing pivols that
the Suppléementary Revenue act was g
useful and beneficial measure.
