Broadus described and illustrated the
evolution of the epic, in early English
poetry, from the exiempore song of
the scop, to which many scops added
new episodes until seme real poet
artist, changing it in wvarious "ways,
fashioned it into an immortal poem.

LIVE STOCK VALUES.
Government Bulletin Gives Range of
FPrices in Dominion.

Ottawa, Jan. 16.—The following ad-
ditional information in respect to
farm velues is given in a bulletin is-
sued by the Census and Statistics: of-
lice. The average value of horses at
end of the year is $46 for ones under
one year, $100 for ones of one to un-
der three years, and $143 for ones of
three years and over. Horses of the
last class ars Dbelow an average of
$120. In Prince Edward Island, Nova
Scotia and Alberta, in New Bruns-
wick, Quebec and Ontario they are
about $140, and in Manitoba and Sas-
katchewan they are $170 to $176.

Milech cows have an average value
in thé Dominion of $34, ranging from
$29 in Prince Edward Island and New
Brunswick to $36 in Ontario, and $37
in ‘Saskatchewan. But in British Co-
lumbia the average is $48, Other
horned cattle have an average value
over the Dominion of $9 for ones un-
der one year, $21 for ones of one to
under three years, and $32 for ones
of three vears and over. These aver-
ages are generally close for all the
provinces, but the highest values are
given for Ontario and the western
provinces. )

The average value of swine is given
as $5.88 per 100 pounds, live weight,
being lowest in Manitoba, Sackatch-
ewan and Alberta and highest in Que-!
bec, Ontario and British Columbia.
