THE CONFERENCE.
PARIS, Jan. 8.

Although no communication has
been made public regarding the con-
ference of the Allies, says a Rome de-
spatch to the Temps, private conver-
sations with some of the principal fig-
ures in the conference leave no doubt
that the result was fully satisfactory
and that the representatives of the
Entente are in full accord and full of
confidence. The French Premier, M.
Briand, sdid to the Temps corres-
pondent: “Our visit has been most
fruitful and was timely. Many differ-
ences in details had arisen since the
last conference of the -Allies. In all
directions attempts were made to be-
cloud the Entente and the relations
between the Allies, without mention-
ing the public events which are known
to every one. It was necessary to dis-
sipate the fogs and overcome the
difficulties and find a common solu-
tion it accord with the present and
future events. All was undertaken
in a spirit of accord and good faith,
and we have eliminated all difficul-
