I never served 
my time as a carpenter but I worked 
at it and erected houses and whaling 
stations.

I have the hatches, etc, put 
wherever I want them.

To Mr. Hunt—Palfrey put on the 
sheathing on the Beverley.

up." She was repaired at Placentia. I 
saw the work being done on her at 
Placentia. Five or six pitch pine 
beams were put in her, houses moved 
and sheathing put on. Parts of the 
copper on her were replaced. Her 
lower hold was solid as a rock. She 
was lighter built above that. I 
wouldn't fancy her for a deep sea 
boat I brought her back In ballast 
to St. John’s after being repaired and 
she. behaved all right. She then went 
on dock. Mr. Kemp saw to the re­
pairs on dock. We had oil, herring, 
etc., going to Montreal, almost a full 
cargo. I didn’t notice any extra vi­
bration from the engines. She made 
good weather on the - way up. Thé 
caulkers were working at her in Mon­
treal. She was leaking a lot under 
water above the rubbers. These were 
about a couple of inches in the water 
going up and somewhat under it com­
ing back. Part of the rubber was cut 
off the port bow at Montreal and a 
new piece put in. She brought 8,000 
barrels of flour and other goods on the 
way back, a full cargo. We had fine 
weather to Burin, where we went In 
as the coal was scarce, none having 
been taken at Montreal. After we left 
Burin we were ashore at St Mary's. 
The flour taken out of her was not 
damaged. I saw her on dock here. I 
left her before she went to Hr. Grace. 
I saw her practically ready for sea. I 
had an offer to go mate in her, but I 
didn’t fancy her for a trans-Atlantic 
voyage. She was 26 years old and 
built as a river boat and I wouldn't go 
in her across at that season as I didn’t 
think her fit. I wouldn’t mind going 
In her to Montreal.

To Mr. Summers: She was leaking 
a lot according to the engineers be­
fore we went to Montreal. There was 
4 or 6 days work on her there. We 
had to unload some of the flour aa 
she was still leaking.

To Capt McDermott: The rubber 
was about even with the mein deck. 
You could see the leak coming in in 
the engine room. There was a lot of 
vibration from the engines, but you 
would expect it in a ship sodd.

To Mr. Summers: She grounded 
while loading at Montreal. Tim re as-, 
on given by the captain tor putting 
into Burin was shortage of coal. We 
got a supply there. After leaving 
there and making about AO 'miles we 
put back again owing to bad weather. 
It was blowing a good breeze and she 
tumbled a lot. We went. Into St. 
Mary’s because of bad weather.,, lye;

To Mr. Howley: We had rough 
weather on the way from Montreal, 
but there was no leakage and the 
flour was not damaged. Her houses 
were strengthened with angle irons 
on deck here. It was ordered done by 
Mr. Munn, I think. I heard Mr. Fearn 
say it wasn’t necessary. The work 
strengthened her considerably. Most 
of my time has been in the coastal 
service. I was never across.

To Capt. MacDermott: I think Mr. 
Fearn meant the angle irons were not 
necessary. He had put in big knees 
himself.

Thos. P. Kemp, examined by Mr. 
Hunt—I saw the Beverley first in St. 
John’s, the day she arrived from Syd­
ney. I’ was aboard and examined her. 
I didn't notice her leaking at the 
time. I didn’t give her a thorough 
examination. About 10 days after I 
began taking the superstructure off 
her. After that she went to Placen­
tia. I went on her. She steamed well 
and didn’t leak to my knowledge 
She* was remodelled at onr wharf on 
the Jerseyside. We sheathed her with 
1% inch pitch pine, put in several 
large and a number of smaller beams, 
put a hatch forward and aft, put in 
spars, new hawse pipes, moved the 
winch from the lower to the top deck, 
the hawse pipes were put on a line 
with the top deck, barred up the car­
go hatches in her sides, altered the ac­
commodations and put a new wheel- 
house on her. Mr. Black pointed out 
to us what was to be done and it was 
done under his direction. I had 
charge of it. I never worked at a 
steamer before. My Knowledge of 
altering the ship would be practical 
rather than theoretical.

To Capt. MacDermott—We put in 12 
or 14 pitch pine beams of 12 by 12 
and 12 by 10 inches with a number 
of smaller ones. I think the ship was 
built in two sections as the timbers 
did npt continue right up hut were 
lighter between decks than Hose be­
low. Where we closed up the ports 
the timber was 1% or 2 inch soft pmc.

To Mr. Summers—I think she was 
built for river work because the was 
so shallow.

To Capt- MacDermott—Her flooring 
bed a rising of about 18 or 20 inches 
in 14 feet. In a modern ship it would 
be about 40 Inches. This would be 
on a fishing vessel.

To Mr. Summers—1 don’t know 
anything about the theory of *he stab­
ility of ships.

I wouldn’t fav­
or her for winter trips.

To Mr. Summers—The entrance to 
the engine room was left as it was.

To Mr. Howley — Angle irons 
wouldn't strengthen the work about 
the engine room.
