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General Decline in 
Commodities Ended.

Recent Ijicreases in the wholesale

fyrtcee of cértain commodities do not 
ndlcate a hew period of rising- values, 
in the opinion of Herbert P. Hpwell, 

Vice President of the National Bank 
of Commerce In New York. They do, ■ 
however, show that the violent gener- j 
al decline in raw materials is deflnlte-

■at an end. Many individual com- 
lltles will show considerable fur­
ther revisions, he believe./ but the gen­
eral movement has reached a level at 

which manufacturers may do business 
on the heals of their own requirements 
irrespective of the market prices of 
unrelated commodities.

"Of the twenty-six representative 
commodities quoted iqonthly by the- 
National Bank of Commerce in New 
York In Its magazine, Commerce 
Monthly, Mr. Howell points points out, 
sixteen showed increases, in May over 
the.preceding month while four stood 
still and only six continued to decline.

“There Increases must not be con­
strued as Indicating a new period of 
rising prices. Some of them are sea­
sonal In character and others reflect 
a tendency toward stabilization on the 
part of commodities which In the gen­
eral decline that began in the spring 
of 1D20 may have fallen below a fair 
valuation. The Increases are Import­
ant, however, because they demon­
strate that the process of liquidation 
has reached c. point where raw mater-

which ,iave not yet been adjusted will
receive no support from others that 
have reached a stable footing. In their 
decline, they will not force down com­
modities in which, deflation has al­
ready occurred.

“Index number* have not yet dis­
closed the end of the general price 
change in the market for raw mater­
ials, due to the fact that all such num­
bers In use contain quotations for a 
large number of commodities in fair­
ly advanced stages of manufacture and 
In some oases ready for consumption. 
There is a considerable lag between 
declines In. raw materials and In fin­
ished goods, and when quotations from 
these two /groups are combined the de­
clines In manufactured goods are suf­
ficient to obscure the trend of basic 
material prices.

Gradual Decline Not Dangerous.
“While the violent general decline 

to raw materials and related products 
la over, this does not preclude a Slow 
decline for a- period of years.- Such a 
decline would be no menace to sound 
business. It is perfectly possible in 
such a period to carry on sound manu­

facturing and merchandising opera­
tions with profit. Gradually falling 
prices over a period of years would 
not materially affect the price move­
ment of commodities over such periods 
as are usually necessary for these op­
erations. The present generation of 
American business men has been un­
duly alahUed by the downward tend­
encies of prices. Rising prices are not 
necessary to prosperity and a slow 
downward movement is discouraging 
only to reckless speculative activities.”
