"We must have courage and de­
termination and nonet anrainon the 
necessary unanimity," said a dis­
tinguished British statesman the 
other day, In counselling hie coun­
trymen on the necessity of main 
talning her trade. , Those words 
might just as well have been ut­
tered by a Canadian statesman, for 
the qualities named are all-essen­
tial to this country at the present 
juncture. Canada is now offering 
the 1918 Victory Loan and it must 
be pushed through to success with 
courage, determination and abso­
lute unanimity, if Canada is to 
prove worthy of her opportunity

Great opportunities for trade lie 
within the grasp of Canada if her 
farmers, wage-earners, merchants 
and mannfaotnrors have foresight 
enough to reach for them On the 
maintenance of our great overseas 
trade built up during the war rests 
our ability to carry on. One of the 
great objecte of the loan, apart 
from the rehabilitation of the re 
turned soldier, is the raising of the 
capital necessary to enable the gov­
ernment of Canada to continue its 
system of credits to great Britain, 
France, Belgium and other ooun 
tries, and at the sameltime'pay cash 
to the Canadian producer On 
these credits onr present and fu­
ture trade depends and all Canadi 
ans mast unite to ensure an ample 
subscription to the 1919 loan, which 
alone will render them possible.

FARMERS’ SUN ON THE ELECTIONS

"While the result in some con­
stituencies is still somewhat un­
certain, there can be no doubt that 
the United Farmers will form a 
larger body in the new Legislature 
than will any one of the other three 
parties. The number of members 
elected by the farmers' organiza­
tion, gratifying as it is, would have 
been still greater had the fight been 
on anything like equal terms. 
Holding baok the date of election 
until the last possible moment put 
farmers at a disadvantage. They 
were further handicapped by lack 
of speakers and inexperience in the' 
business of oondnoting a campaign 
that was Province-wide. And great 
dailies and town weeklies alike, if 
not openly hostile to the farmers’ 
movement, Were in hardly any case 
friendly thereto.

“Still in the face of this, organ, 
iaed farmers have achieved a really 
great victory. They have been put 
in a position to control the course 
of government and of legislation in 
the Province for next four years. 
With that victory there has come, 
too, a grave responsibility . Pledges 
of economy in public expenditures, 
promises of equal rights for all and 
special privileges for none, assur­
ance and rigid adherence to faith­
fulness in public service, must now 
be made good to the full.

“To the U.F.O. has been given 
the great privilege of introducing a 
new era in the politics of Ontario 
and of the Dominion and that oppor­
tunity will, the Farmers’ Sun feels 
assured, be used to the full by men 
in whose hands a sacked trust has 
been placed."

In the referendum the 
total vote against liquor was 28,694, 
and for 6,010.
