of $169,000 for the present fiscal year.
This decrease was in customs duties.
The December returns, however, show
that the customs recelpts are agalin
becoming buoyant, being as large as
the previous December, and the ag-
regate revenue for the month is in
sg of 1895 by $50,000. The total ex-
penditure is, for the six months, $350,-
000 greater than last year, but omit-
ting the special expenditure for the
payment of militla arms, it is $160,000
less.
