DEATH OF A FAMOUS RINGER.
The old gray gelding George G., 2:12, 

died in W. W. Bowser’s stable at 
Nashua, N. H, May 16. Bowser haa 
worked him an easy mile, and upot. 
returning to the stall the veteran geld­
ing commenced bleeding from the nose 
and mouth. A veterinary surgeon was 
immediately called, who said the horse 
had ruptured a blood vessel and it was 
doubtful if he could be saved. He 
lingered along till the following night. 
He fought as gamely to live as ever 
he did to reach the wire first in a race. 
At the very last, when all his life’s 
blood was gone and his lungs filled 
with the fluid, the game horse struggled 
to his feet three times, the final time 
falling back dead.

He was the property of John F. Fitz­
gerald, of South Boston, who owns 
several horses now in Bowser’s charge.

Away back in September, 1894, a gray 
gelding bearing the name of Charley 
P., pedigree untraced, electrified the 
crowd at Dover. N. H., by winning the 
2:37 pace, finishing his heats like a 
whirlwind. The fastest heat in the 
race was but 2:22%, but the winner’s 
pacing ability was so unmistakable 
that his performance created a great 
deal of comment. The result was that, 
when Charley P. got to Saugus, Mass., 
that fall, his winnings were protested, 

I but as it could not be proved that the 
gray was racing under an assumed 
name, the national association was 
forced to pay the winnings to his 
owner, C. S. Clark, of Salem.

In 1895, Charley P. began racing early 
in the season, and up till fall, he was

The 
attempt at fraud was so evident that 
it did not escape the attention of the 
judges, who took out John G. Walcott, 
who had driven him in all his New 
England races, and substituted Ben 
Walker, with the result that Charley 
P. won the seventh and final heat.

This race had the effect of setting the 
machinery of the national association 
to work again, but it was not until 
July of the following year that Charley 
P. was identified as George G., 2:20%, 
by Roscoe, jun.

His identification launched one of 
the greatest turf scandals in the his­
tory of the light harness horse in New 
England. In the fall of that year, 1896, 
the board of review passed upon the 
case. In the fall of the previous year 
John F. Fitzgerald, of South Boston, 
had purchased Charley P., and, as he 
was an innocent party, the board al­
lowed him to refund the money the 
horse had won while his property and 
reinstated him under his original name 
of George G.

They, however, expelled from all 
tracks C. S. Clark, of Salem, who 
originally owned and raced the horse, 
as well as John G. Walcott, of Salem, 
who trained and drove the gelding in 
his signally successful season of 1895, 
and also in all of his races the fall 
previous, when he first made his ap­
pearance in New England, having been 
brought on that summer from Ohio.

The remarkable thing about the 
Charley P. case was that of about $3,- 
500 he won in purses under an assumed 
name only about $300 was won in 
classes in which he would not have 
been eligible under his right name.—
