Members of the 7th Regiment Chap­
ter expressed their satisfaction at Sat­
urday's results. The, fact that suffi­
cient was collected to bring the total 
above the required sum was gratify­
ing to the members. They declared 
that in view of the many pressing de­
mands of the present time there had 
been no intention to get more than 
was absolutely necessary.

As we observed 
nurses placing warm garments on the 
racks around the stove we knew that 
the rumor was correct, and the emptyi 
beds around us took on a new interest.

Darkness had fallen, but the reported 
presence of zeppelins in our locality had 
caused all lights to be lowered to the 
vanishing point. We watched a nurse 
preparing the cot alongside us for an 
occupant, and vaguely wondered who 
our new neighbor would be.

The midnight hour had struck before 
the purring engines of the approaching

President’s Address.
In a brief address. Dr. Braithwaite 

referred to the close relationship exist­
ing between the hospital unit and the 
university and expressed the gratifica- 

|tion felt that the Government had seen 
fit to accept the university's offer of a 
unit. There was much cause, too. he 
stated, for gratification over the suc­
cess which had attended the organiza­
tion of the unit. There had been 
obstacles, but these had been over­
come. and not a single recruiting 
meeting has been required in obtaining 
the full strength, and even more than 
were needed.

Chairman C. R. Somerville, of the 
board of governors, said he felt it an 
honor to be present on so important an 
occasion in the history of the university. 
The governors felt, every confidence in 
the unit which was going from the 
Western. The graduate doctors and 
nurses were committed to the very im­
portant mission of binding up wounds. 
He had no doubt that each doctor and 
nurse would individually do his and her 

j part as efficiently as any of those who

KEEP TO RIGHT.
Camp orders call attention of the of­

ficers to keep all troops to the right 
when marching. The soldiers must ob­
serve the rules of the road.

Orders have also been issued that 
when two or more officers are accom­
panying a body of troops, on the march, 
one will march in the rear.

Attention has been called in camp or­
ders to the fact that in transferring men 
from one battalion to another, there is a 
great lack of uniformity in the way the 
transfer of a man’s kit is made. In some 
instances, merely an inventory of kit 
signed in by the company quartermas­
ter-sergeant has been used. In future, 
the procedure required is as follows:

The -battalion making the transfer fills 
out form M. F. C., 574, in duplicate. 
Both copies are to be sent to the re­
ceiving battalion. One copy will ' be. 
signed by the quartermaster of the bat­
talion turning over the kit and will be 
retained by the battalion receiving the 
kit as a receipt. The other copy will be 
checked and signed by the quartermas­
ter of the battalion receiving the kit 
and returned to the original battalion 
as their receipt. It is necessary to ad­
here to this procedure in order that a 
uniform system may be installed 
throughout the camp.

trenches can realize the sense of com­
fort that soothes a man when he reaches 
the haven of a clean bed in the home­
land Further down the ward we could 
hear moans of pain as bandages were 
being readjusted.

Doctors and stretcher-bearers had 
vanished as suddenly as they had ap­
peared. and devoted nurses took up their 
silent vigil.

We yielded to the claims of Morpheus, 
and it seemed but a few moments be­
fore we awoke to find the sunshine 
streaming into the ward and a matron 
standing by the bedside of the new 
neighbor, gently inquiring the names of 
his nearest relatives in order that she 
might officially inform them of his safe 
arrival. The same inquiries were con­
tinued until all the newly arrived had 
been interviewed. It is a source of 
comfort to a wounded hero to be of­
ficially informed that if his nearest 
relatives wish to come and see him, and 
have not got the means, the Govern-
