Some time ago I said that I felt
bad when folks stood children in the
corner for punishment and told how
Journe-Jones painted the punish-
| ment corner in the nursery in his
| home until it was a place that sang
of beauty, a place that would uplift
the soul of a child. I said, too, that
if a child had to be placead in the
punishment corner that it ought to
be a Bourne-Jones sort of corner,
bringing messages of beauty to the
little sinner forced to regard it.

An anxious mother and some con-
scientious teachers wrote to me, say-
ing: “No, no. Punishment must be
real. It must make them see we
mean it."”

Mean what? What is the message
vou are conveying to the mind of the
little child who has transgressed?
Surely not revenge? Nothing of ven-
geance is in your soul when you dis-
cipline a little child?

What you are trying to do is to
change the point of view of that lit-
tle one. To make him sea that the
thing he did was not lovely, his ac-
tion was not kind, his thought had
not been the fine one it might have
been. You do not want to hurt him.
You want to help him.

Then let me share with you some-
thing I discovered long ago as I
worked my way through years of
teaching children. They do not grow
when they are hurt by punishment.
They are stunted by it. There must
shine through the soul of the teacher
the great ljove she has for childhood,
a love so unbiased by any personal
motives so clear in its directness, that

{it lights up the child’s soul and it

hopeful withal.

Then why should not that corner
to which you send him for prayer and
meditation have something in it that
will inspire that prayer and medita-
tion until the penitent soul can drop
off the old man and take on the new?
That is what you send him there for.

When vou send him to the corner
and he stands there staring into its
blankness his mind is not blank. It
is trying to find a comforting place
to rest in. It is searching for some-
thing to justify it. The body of the
child stands there passive and you
think he is under control and that
he is being forced to repentance by
the fact of that posture. He isn't.
His body is not his self. That is
free, racing ahead whither it listeth.
