A GHASTLY TABLE.

Injhe Pitti Palace, at Floence, is a 
table which, for originality in the matter 
of construction, and ghastliness in concep­
tion, is probably without a rival. It was 
made by Giuseppe Sagatti, who passed 
several years of his lifq in its manufacture. 
To the casual observer it gives the impres­
sion of a curious mosaic of marbles of dif­
ferent shades and colors, for it looks like 
polished stone. In reality it is composed 
of human muscles and viscera. No less 
than a hundred bodies were required for 
the material. The table is round, and 
about a yard in diameter, with a pedestal 
and four claw feet, the whole being form­
ed of petrified human remains. The orna­
ments of the pedesial are made from the in­
testines, the claws with hearts, livers and 
luugs, the natural color of which is pre­
served. The table top is constructed of 
muscles artistically arranged, and it is 
bordered with upward of a hundred eyes, 
the effect of which is said to be highly ar­
tistic, since they retain all their lustre and 
seem to follow the observer. Sagatti died 
about fifty years ago. He obtained his 
bodies from the hospitals, and petrified 
them by impregnation with minéral salts.
