FOUND DEAD oON PRAIRIE.

A Shee? Herder’s Mysterious Death in
an Unfrequented Part of Alberta,

A Calgary*paper of recent date has the
following report:

In a wild and unfrequented part of the
southern portion of Alberta, 25 miles or
more from the flourishing town of Cards-

ton, the body of Oliver Jenkins, the
features blackened by exposure almost
bey.ond recognition, were found by the
police on Friday of last week, the man’s
faithful collie' dog keeping watch over
its master’s remains. The man was a
sheep herder, and had been placed in
gharge of a band of sheep in that local-
ity. The body was taken into Cardston
and on Saturday last Coroner Anderton,
accompanied by Dr. Forbes, went out to
view the remains.

An inquest was held on Saturday
evening. Dr. Forbes held a po§t-mortem
examination and found two ugly looking
openiggs in the mneck, which ‘was found
to be broken. The uncovered part of
the face and head was already badly
decomposed, ‘and it was found impossible
to determine what had caused the in-
juries found on the mneck. A heavy
thunderstorm had passed over that local-
ity a few days before, and it is thought
the man was struck by the lightning,
and in falling from his horse broke his
neck.. The body was found lying in a
peculiar position, on the broad of the
back and ‘with the feet pointing uphill,
the arms close to the sides. The man
had evidently been dead for some five
or six days when the body was found.
The deceased was married, and his wife,
who is.ignorant of the  fate which has
overtaken her husband, is expected to
arrive in Cardston any day now, having
left Utah some three weeks ago on her
journey overland to Alberta. The ver-
dict, “ came to his death by a visitation
from God,” was rendered. The re-
maing were interred in the Cardston
cemetery on Sunday.

‘Re the desirability of acquiring more
gravel at Spring Ridge for street purposes,
as per resolution of Sept. 5, 1899. 1 have
examined several lots in said locality and
am of the opinion it would be advisable to
purchase a considerable quantity of gravel
by measurement instead of purchasing the
lots, when funds are avallable, The most
favorable pit that came to my notice in this
section lies between North Chatham and
Vining streets, to the south of Mr. Flem-
ings residence, 34 North Chatham street.
Re street improvement. After due con-
sideration I would respectfuilly ask permis-
sion to be allowed to lay out and improve
a block of street in accordarice with modern
Ideas, viz: to construct wooden curbs on
both sides, surface the street with gravel,
filling up the boulevards, and sloping same
from level of sidewalk to top of said curb,
thereby reducing the width of roadway to
be maintained and doing away with cutting
of grass, etc., which would be done by the
property owner. For the. first above pro-
posed improvement I have selected Quadra
street, between Yates and View streets,
which can be done very cheaply and would
serve to introdude this tdea to a fair ad-
vantage. Estimated cost, 50 cents per lineal
foot. Total estimated cost, $120.
Re communication from Mr. Wm. Dee,
complaining of the open ditch on Cadboro
Bay road. I have examined the locality
in question and find that same is not in any
worse condition than many others in the
city, all of which should certainly be done
away with. To remove the above nuisance
a closed drain should be constructed from
the junction of Qak Bay avenue and Cad-
boro Bay road, to connect with the hospjtal
drain, a distance of about 2,000 feet. I
would therefere recommend no action at
present, as I understand there is not suf-
ficient funds available for works to this ex-
ient. 4

- The special committee appointed  to
‘consider the McKenzie ferry project sub-
mitted the following report:

Gentlemen: Your special committee hav-
ing considered the undermentioned subject,
beg to report and rtcommend as' follows:
Your committee having obtained an inter-
view with Captain 8. F. McKenzie, of Van-
uver, on September 11 inst, herewith beg
‘su  the following statements: The
fast service from Vlictoria to Vancouver
proposed by him would be aver the follow-
ing route, namely, by train from Victoria
to Sidney. Mr, Paterson, manager of the
Victoria & Sidney Railway Co., promises
a twenty-five minute service; also his com~
pany will build new wharves at Sidney to
sult the tides. Then from Sidney to Van-
couver, a distance of 48% nautical miles,
McKenzie Bros. propose building a fast
passenger steamer, estimated cost $125,000,
Laving a speed of 18 knots an hour. . This
boat will be fitted specially as a day pas-
senger boat, only having sleeping accom-
modation for a very limited number, and
small dining room. '
This boat is to be built in the province,
possibly at Vietoria.
They propose having a special boat for
freight running direct from Vietoria to
Vancouver, making Vieroria the home port.
Captain McKenzie informed your commit-
tee "that he is prepared to meet expenses
re the passing of said by-law to the amonnt
of $200. >
Eight months after date of completion of
said by-law the service would be complete
and in working order. %
Your committee in recommending said re-
port to your favorable consideration beg
leave to draw attention to the following
consideration in the interests of the city of
Victoria, namely, at present the city pays
the Sidney Railroad Company annually the
sum of $9,000, and if by increased traffic
that amount could be wiped out, the sum
asked by.

FREE SCHOOL BOOKS.

Quebec to the Fore With Interesting
Educational Reforms.

From the Mentreal Herald.

In the course of his speech at St. Michel
on Sunday Hon. Mr. Marchand made the
happy announcement that the distribution
of free school books, which has been de-
termined upon by the legislature, will begin
ihis year. <The‘primary classes will be sup-
plied with books at once, and within three
years the other classes will also be sup-
plied. ey

A great deal of interest attaches to the
experiment on which a beginning is now
being made. As explained in the debates
of last session, it is proposed to supply to
every pupil in the elementary schools a book
which shall contain within its covers the
whole course set for the work of the class
™ one year. The elementary course lasts
four years, and at present the work of the
schools is divided on the assumption that
every child will complete the course. Thus
it comes that the work of instruction is,
after a fashion, cut into slices, For exam-
ple, in one year the pupil will learn Cana-
dian history up to the time of Frontenac or
Montcalm; in grammar he might stop short
at the adjective or adverb; in geogmp‘hy he
might never get bevond the boundaries of
Quebec. In the event of his being obliged
‘to leave school his education must neces-
sarily be made up of “fag-ends of sub-
jects. Under the new dispensation it is
proposed to make each year’s training com-
plete.in itself as far as possible. In the
first year, for example, the pupil will learn
‘the outlimes of the history of Canada to
Confederation, the elementary rules of the

There was a
light frost in some sections of the North-
west on September 10, but it is not
thought that any damage was done. In
the Edmonton district there was a little
damage from late rains. Professor
Saunders believes that the Manitoba
government has underestimated the
season’s crop in that province. :
.The chief object of the Professor's
visit to Victoria was to interview the
provineial government in respeet to an
agricultural exhibit at Paris next year.
He met the members of the executive
yesterday and received a favorable reply.
It is his desire t¢ have as large and
representative an exhibit as possible,
particularly of frmit and grain, as they
are better illustrations of the climate of
the country. The fruit will be sent
through to Paris in cold storage, and
only a small proportion exhibited at a
time, the plates being replenished as the
exhibits decay. In  this way the ex-
hibits will always be kept fresh. The
provincial government will endeavor to
secure samples from all districts, and
the Dominion ' govermment will add to
these samples from the experimental
farms.
Although Canada has not been a-ﬁotted
as much space at Paris as she has had
at previous world’s fairs, an effort will
be made to make the best of it. On
account of the rules of the exhibition
managers, it will be impossible to make
provincial exhibits, but the products of
each province will be grouped as much
as possible and full eredit given. It is
the intention tp make a large trophy of"
grain, and in this the different provinces
will be represented.. 2
As far as’ Canadians are eoncerned,
Prof. Saunders says he does not think
the Dreyfus verdict will make the least
difference in the attendance or number
of exhibits.
