proved unavailing. At 11 o’clock at
night a furious guet of wind, aided by
a mountain of water, drove the big eol-
lier on Green island,.and after the ship
had been pounding about for some time
she became wedged on the rocks. ~

' 1Alccording ‘to the survivors Capt. Me-
Intyre took matters very cooly and de-
cided that owing to the terrific gale rag-
ing that the safest spot in the world for
himself and crew was on the ‘ship.
When the hold was first examined the
ship was reported to be‘in a compara-
tively safe position, and Captain Me-
Intyre 'was heard to remark that he
would likely be able to float her off ‘all
right at high tide. At midnight, how«
ever, Chief Officer Smith went below at
the captain’s suggestion and soon has-
tened back with the announcemrent that
the coal was pouring through the ship’s
bottom into the sea, Oaptain McIntyre
48 eaid to have laughed at Chief Offi-
ger Smith and to have remarked “You
frightened; we’re all right.”

“Then I-took the captain into wmy
stateiroom. < The .scene changed: the
man changed. I gave him a pair of
my irousers. He got them on.and by
this time he was in full possession’ of
himself. Meanwhile, folowing his appeal
for the drowning, he said nothing. When
he did speak it was as a deeply enrdged
man. - ‘Captain,’ he said, ‘where is my
boatswain? Is my boatswain aboard? -
“I replied that I did not kmow, and
Capt. Hall added:* He’s aboard, and I'm
going out and kill him. I propose to
kill him. He shall not live after what
he has done.’
‘The captain, I am sorry to say,
failed to find that boatswain. The man
was not aboard—lueky for him. Hall
would have done just what he said he
would. He told me how the boatswain
had sneaked away with a lifeboat in
violation of his orders and left women on
the ship. The eaptain was in little bet-
ter ‘humor - toward the . three skulking
firemen.
