Wi h 
all reverence let it be said that b d the 
Lord our God, in His infinite wisdom, 
seen it to be right and best to compel 
reverence and duty towards Himself from 
men, there are powers enough in this 
material world which He has framed to 
terrify into silence, or annihilate b -dily, 
every irreverent or nndutifnl one. Yet He 
by His “ goodness leadeth to repentance.” 
It is only Christian to conclude that His 
way is the best, even although our ways 
are not as His ways, yet we are free to 
change ours and follow Him. This is 
14 motanoia” or “ repentance” - a tu ning 
or change of the inner will, the inmost 
mind of man. It is the inner will, the 
love, the goodness of the Lord, which, by 
constant, never-changing goodness ex­
pressed in act, “ making His aim to rise 
upon the evil and the good, and sending 
rain upon the just and on the unjust,” 
kindles into free life that inner will which 
tie has implanted in the inmost being of' 
man, thus producing, voluntarily, this re­
pentance.

The interference of law with this inner 
realm of will and thought in man, which is 
the domain of the inception of what we 
call 11 religion,” is most hurtful and most 
irreverent towards the Lord. Such inter­
ference has been rightly discarded by 
Christianity. The attempt to enforce 
legally the reading of toe bible in our secu­
lar schools is such an interference ; and a 
retrograde movement far more serious even 
than an attempt to suppress men's merely 
mental freedom by legislating against the 
freedom of the press. As well might we 
legis ate that a free trader, as the Rev. Mr. 
Milligan professes himself to be, shall read 
the Mail, or a protectionist the Globe, as 

that a man who, however mistakenly, 
regards the bible as untrue or immoral, 
shall daily read or hear it read. Were such 
a law enacted, the atheist or agnostic who 
is a good citizen would no doubt submit ; 
but would the reverend gentleman expect 
him also not to agitate or argue for ils re­
peal ? Would he deprive him of the right 
to express his opinions and arguments 
freely ? Would be deny to him the free­
dom of the press ? Unless the chnrch is 
prepared to take this further step it will be 
difficult for the state long to enforce any 
set of religious dogmas. Does the reverend 
gentleman, while loyally paying the 
taxes imposed by a protective tariff, 
never say n word in favor 
of free trade and against protection ? Would 
he like to lie deprived of freedom of speech 
as well as freedom of trade ? Will be be 
horrified and shocked at my temerity when 
I eay that no majority has a moral right to 
impose restriction upon my freedom to 
trade, since in exercising that freedom I 
interfere with no man’s equal freedom to 
trade or not to trade with me, and that 
therefore protective tariffs are morally 
wrong—nay actually unenristian, because 
forbidden in that keystone of Christianity:
“ Whatsoever ye would that men should do 
auto you, do ye even so to them ?" Yet 
were he and 1 in a majority would we be 
right in enacting a law that a free trade 
manual shall be read daily in onr schools ? 
No 1 let thought be free, but interference 
with equal physical freedom penal ; in order 
that thought may not be compelled but led. 
For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, 
and good also. “ Out of the heart-are the 
issues of life.” Heart speaking to heart in 
mutual freedom and mutual respect is the 
only moral poyyer which can work moral 
reiorms. For “love is life,” and Until the 
will, the desire, the life is touched and 
changed, led out, willingly, towards good 
by the influence of good no real moral edu­
cation is possible.

^THE RACE!THE ECONOMIC MINERALS OF CANADA.

The Dominion of Canada, stretching from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific, tu its southern 
boundary fixed on or about the 49th paral­
lel of latitude. Northwards we may go 
to the pole, if wo choose, and are able to 
get through, but the present boundary 
ratheriperemptorily marks out our south­
ern limita. In view ol the important fact 
that we may’prese northwards but not south­
wards the question how far north we can go 
and profit by the operation is one of much 
practical interest. It is only wilbin these 
few y are past that wc have become thor­
oughly aware of the existence of a vast 
wheat-growing region this side of the 
Rocky Mountains, stretching very far away 
to the northward. The researches of geolo­
gists have shown that in some sections of 
the Dominion lying pretty far north, there 
are to be found large and valuable deposits 
of economic minerals. We have every 
reason to believe that the mineral resources 
of Northern Ontario are not yet half ex­
plored or discovered ; hut we are not with­
out men who are devoting themselves with a 
good deal of energy to this very work. 
Among those who deserve mention in this 
connection is Mr. D. G. Charles, C. E., of 
York ville, who has had considerable 
experience in geological surveying and 
exploring, and who at the recent ex­
hibition here showed a valuable 
collection of phosphate of lime and its manu­
factures. The same collection has since 
been exhibited in several citii a in the United 
States, and after having gained for the 
owner medals and diplomas there, has been 
presented by him to the mutenm of the 
Toronto university. Mr. Charles has also 
got together a large collection of iron ores, 
from undeveloped deposits in Ontario ; 
several locations among which have already 
been sold to American firms. A valuable 
phosphate deposit in Oso, county ol Fron­
tenac, was recently purchased by a Mon­
treal firm, and is now being worked, and is 
turning out splendidly for the owners. It 
would be for the country’s benefit were more 
of our valuable mineral deposits worked by 
ourselves, instead ot leaving it for foreign 
enterprise and foreign capital to do the 
business.

commission, has been left un reformed, a 
burden on the country, and one of the 
many ways in which the people are made 
to pay tax to support party organizations. 
In such oases, as always, the immorality of 
one party reacts on that of the other. Ex­
cept for .the immediate sweeping away of 
republican abuses we doubt that the demo­
cratic party will prove much 
scientions.

The second resolution in the declaration 
of third party policy is very briefly pnt, in 
eight words only. It is, the right <a nego­
tiate our own commercial treaties. This is 
a strong plank to stand upon, and the 
leaders of the N. L. U. have shown them­
selves wise in adopting it, and in placing 
it second only to the protectionist plank, 
which is the very strongest of ell. The 
right asserted is one that Canada will 
demand and re-demand until it be concedeil 
It will surely come to us, and perhaps a 
good deal sooner than most people expect. 
It is really part and parcel of national 
policy, which without it remains incom 
plete. But Mayor McMurrich has not been 
well advised in holding up to our view, 
along with this very sound and strong 
plank in the platform, the wedge of a most 
dangerous and utterly antagonistic pro­
posal, wliioh if realized would inevitably 
rend asunder plank, platform, national 
policy and all. Speakiagof this resolution 
he said :
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consent the reverend gentleman will hardly 
object to eome gentle criticism from one of 
the public.

The Rev. Mr. Milligan choose a text, 
not from the divine word, but from the 
writings of the Apostle Paul, viz: (Romans 
2d and 4th) “not knowing that the good- 
ness of God leadeth thee to repentance.” 
Deserting, ignoring or forgetting his text 
he proceeded to show that men or govern­
ments, by adopting » totally different 
method could achieve the same desirable 
result. Not by “goodnraa” appealing to 
the inner affections and will of man and so 
leading them to troth and righteousness, 
but by legal measures, applied externally, 
forcing them to “repentance. ” “Man cannot 
act corporally,” he save, “ without compell­
ing some to do what they do not believe in.” 
He also adds an axiom—original doubtless 
—that “ it ia the duty of the state to train 
her people to be reverent, dutiful and kind 
in all the relatione of life;” and then he 
asks “ when the majority in a country are 
Christians have they no right to have Christ­
ian laws because of the essentially spiritual 
character of their religion, both because its 
sphere is in the heart ot man and its wea- 
jons are not carnal but spiritual ?” The 
ogical inconsistency of these several prop­

ositions is quite startling. Neither Christi­
anity nor civil law compels men to do whit 
they do nut believe in. Both demand that 
men shall refrain from doing that which 
interferes with equal freedom, any interfer­
ence which constitutes a «time accord­
ing to the decalogue as much as according 
to civil law. The ten commandments tell 
each individually what ought, or ought not 
to be done. We are not there told to com­
pel others to obey, but freely to compel 
ourselves into obedience , and the office of 
civil law, enlightened by Christianity, is to 
place each in such freedom that none can 
prevent the other from willing obedience. 
Some commands in the decalogue, such 
as those against theft, murder, adul­
tery, etc., must be enforced by civil 
law iu order to make it possible for all 
to obey them. The man who livra among 
thieves can hardly help but steal. He who 
lives among murder# s must sometimes 
slay in self-defence. Hence these laws are 
embodied in the code of any government 
which seeks to preserve individual free 
(iom ; but as any man may ‘ acknowledge 
and worship the one Jehovah.” may ” re­
fuse to take hie name in vain,” may “k' - p 
the sshhsth ” t-x'prusVy ana 'itciaiiy ta<
