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The Execution of Higgins at Galway—Nine

GALWAY, Jan 15—Patrick Higgins, one
of the murderers of the Huddys, was
lr,nged in jail this morning. But few
_persons were outside the jail, Higgins
alept well all might. He heard mass at 7
o'clock.  After Marwood pinioned the
prisoner, the latter walked firmly to the
scaffold. He was in his shirt-sleeves and
bareheaded. He nodded to a group stand-
ing outside the door. He started when he
first caught sight of the gallows, hut did
not falter. He ascended the scaffold
Tepeating the responses to the service for
the dying, and continued to do so after his
legs were strapped and the cap adjusted,
He was still speaking when Marwood drew
the bolt and Higgins disappeared through
the drop. The strain on the rope was very

great, Miggins being heavy, but he died
without a struggle. ;
DusLiN, Jan 15—The queen’s bench has

THE NEW CITY COUNCIL.

MAYOR BOSWELL 18 SWORN JN AND
TAKES BIS PLACE ON THE CIVIC
THRONE.

————

The Mayeor's Address—Advice to the Alder-
manic Board—The Standing Commit-
tees Struck—Notices of Motien and
New Business Introduced by the Alder-
men.

The insugural meeting of the city counsil
of 1883 convened yesterday morning at 11
o'clock. Mayor-elect Boswell, who ap-
peared in a mew Q. C. coat, the cut of
which was faultless and the texture super-
fine, was escorted te the mayor’s chair,
follewed by Mr Robt Roddy, the genial
city clerk. Col Denison, the police magis-
trate, alvanced to the seat of the civic
throne and subscribed the oath of office to
Mr Boswell ; having taken which, he intro-
duced the following aldermen, who also
subscribed to their seat at the council
board, the old members displaying a good
deal of regard.

The following aldermhen then subscribed
themselves according to the civic oath :
Messieurs Adamson, Baxter, Bell, Blevins,
Booth, Carlisle, Clark, Crocker, Davies,
Downey, Evans (St Patrick’s), Evans (St
Stephen’s), Farley, Hall, Hallam, Irwin,
Love, Maughan, Millichamp, Pape, Piper,
Ryan, Sheppard, Steiner, Trees, Turner,
Walker,

Mayor Boswell then took the eath of office
and delivered the following inaugural
address: It is customary for the
mayor, in taking his seat for the first
time, tosay a few words on civic affairs;
but I amsure you will pardon me for being
very brief on the present occasion, for
since the declaration by the city clerk of
my election I have béen so engaged with a
contest, which is not yet ended, that I
have not had the time to devote to matters
which should be considered new, but I
will endeavor to bring some few subjects

before you which, I trust, will receive your

care and attention. Let me, however, say

a few words relative to the contest now

“pending before the court between Mr, J, J.

ithrow and myself. The election was a

very olose one, and my opponent, very

properly I think, determined on having a

recount of the votes polled. Imay say here

that those engaged in recounting the ballots

were much struck by the looseness and ap-

parent carelessness exhibited in many of the

returns made. The ballot system here is

by no means perfect, and Ithink it would

be well to call the attention of the govern-

ment to many improvements that might

be made. The real intention of the voter

is not always permitted to predominate,

aceording to the decisions of our courts in

the election statutes now in force, and be-

cause s man does not make a cross at a

{m-tienlnr place on his ballot paper he may

ose his vote.  If he made any other kind

of mark it is questionable if the vote be

allowed, and in this way many good votes

are disfranchised. I had hopes that the

recount would have boen settled long before

to-day, and that either Mr Withrow or

myself wonld have been declared by the

judge to be entitled to the office of mayor

for 1883. I gave every facility to have

this done, aud my oppinent was equally

anxious to have the matter disposed of.

It was discovered in ome . of the

subdivisions that a great discrepancy

existed between the return made and

the exact state of affairs when we came to

count the ballots, so much so that Mr.

Withrow felt it his duty to make farther

enquiry, He did so, and came to the court

with affidavits, which established a prima

facie case against the deputy returning-

officer, and without explanation it appeared

as if a fraud had been perpetrated, which

-accrued to my benefit, E‘eho papers had not

been thoroughly examined on the first occa-

sion, and on Friday last I proposed that we

should examine them again, and if I found

that the facts as set forth in the affidavits

were substantiated I should not take my
seat as mayor until the whole question was

settled ; but if, on the other hand, the con-

trary should appear, I shomld take

the seat. I caused the following

letter to be written by my solicitors to

Messrs McDougall & Shepley, solicitors

for Mr Withrow : “Refgxring to the
conversation which I had with you this
afternoon, I beg to say that the propositien

of Mr Boswell is that to-morrow morning
he and I, in company with yourselves as
representing Mr, Withrow, should examine

the ballots and poll book of subdivision No.

2 of St Andrew’s ward, as to where the
difficulty has arisen, in order that so far as
any evidence can be furnished by the books
and ballots Mr Boswell should be in pos-
session of it, in order that he may deter-

mine a8 to the propriety of his assuming.
the mayor’s chair on Mzndny next. Mr.

Dalton having decided thht you have made
out a prima facie case with reference to
impr«g::eties in this particular subdivision.

Mr well deems it his duty to leave
no stone unturned, before deciding whether
he will assume the mayor’s chair or not,

to ascertain the truth or incorrectness
of the allegations "contained in your affi-

davits, We make this proposition merely
for the purpose of avoiding Mr Boswell’s
assuming the office, in case the ballot box
and book should present strong evidence
in favor of the position which you take.

We are quite willing that this “should be
done in an informal way and withoat preju-
dice to your right to have the same thing
done again in Mr Dalton’s presence, if you
choose to do it. As 1 smidp this afternoon,

we have not yet formally appeared, but
will do so at once, and Mr Boswell’s wish
and desire is—as we hope and believe Mr
Withrow’s is—that the nroceedings should
be facilitated by both parties ir every pos-
sible way, and that the speediest and most
satisfactory determination of the question
at issue should be arrived at, and we shall
certainly facilitate the obtaining of that re-
sult to the utmost of our power.”

On examining théglpers instead of find-
ing them bearing out the charges made, we
find the contrary to be the facr, and with a
trifling discrepancy the papers were found
as correct and regular as those found in
many other instances. By the advice of
my counsel I determined to take the oath
of office and assume its duties until the
court decides who shall be mayor for the
year, and I do this the more readily be-
cause I believe that notwithstanding the
subdivision in question, and without count-
ing it in my favor, I have still a majority
ofthe votes polled ; I have given my legal
advisers insiructions to throw no obstacle
in the way, but to have the question dis-
posed of without any delay. I do not de-
sire o hold this office a single day if I am
not legally entitled to it, aud I will cheer-
fully retire if the court so orders ure. I am

pleased to bear testimony to the manner in,

16, 1883,

which Mr Withrow and his solicitors have
acted herein, and I have not s word of com-
plaint to make in anything they have said
or done,

The following is the opinion of my coun-
sel, Mr Hector ron :—

As requested by you I have considered the ques-
tion as to the present position of the oralty con-

ONE HUNDRED AND FIFIY . PER-
SONS BURNKD IN 4 OIRQGUS. -

—

Doors That Would not Open—A Mass of

Burning Humanity—A Poor Water
System.

St. PETERSBURG, Jan 15—The loss of life
by the burning of the circus in Berditscheff
on Saturday was not so great as reported,
but it is believed that over a hundreéd and
fifty persons perished, The fire broke out
towards the end of the performance, caused
by the carefess handling of fireworks on the
stage. The curtain became ignited and the
flamee quickly spread to the walls and the
roof. - .The members of the orchestra
were the first victims, The audien: 0e,
numbering about 800 persons, rushed
to the front door, but it opened in
and as the crowd pressed f?rwnrd i??:
rendered useless. e rush was then made
to the two side doors, both of which were
nailed up, thus compelling the people to
take to the windows, from which many
sgrmg into the street with their clothes &
sheet of flame. The fire brigade arrived
within half an hour, but it was impossible
extioguish the flames as the water in the
tanks, was ffrozen. The fire lasted two
hours. Eye witnesses state that when the
doors were finally opened a mass of burnin
persons was visible within. The horses ng
properties of the circus were all destroyed.

he ice broke while the brigade was
crossing the river to Berditscheff, thus pre-
venting them reaching the fire more
promptly. One account estimates that 90
men, 120 women and 60 children lost their
lives. The victims include the eolonel of
police and the vice-president of the bourse,
The audience was mainly Jews,
Vienna, Jan. 15—1It is stated here tha
400 persons were saffocated, crushed or
burned to death in the circus at Berdit-
scheff. Horses runniag about wildly in-
creased the confusion. The circas was a
wooden structare.
One version is that the fire was caused
by a groom throwing a lighted cigarette on
the straw in the stables setting it on fire.
A strong draught fanned the fire and caused
the flames to spread. The author of the
fire perished, also two clowns supposed to
be Englishmen. A man whose wife and
three children perished stabbed a member
of the merchants’ guard in the street and
tried to cut his own throat. It is supposed
the murdered man abandoned the. assail-
ant’s wife and children to effect his own
escape, :
THE MILWAUKER FIRE.

Where the Fire Originated—Forty-one
Bodies Reeovered—Thirty Still Miss-
ing.

MILWAUREE, Jan, 16—The police have
arrested 8 man believed to be the person
suspected of having set the Newhall house
on fire, The matter is kept with the
utmost secrecy. Eighteen bodies thus far
have been recovered from the rnins. The
militia were yesterday employed to keep
back the crowd about the ruins.

Two more bodies, burned beyond recog-

nition, have been taken from the ruins.

The head clerk of the Newhall house says

tLat near the foot of the stairs leading from

the inside of the hotel to the barber shop
was a closet used for kindling, separated by
a wooden gnrtition from the shaft of the
elevator. The fire was set in that closet,
and the flames fed on the wood in the
hatchway oiled by machinery, and rushed
up the shaft, bursting out on the third and
fourth stories, where 1t was first seen from
the outside. Christina Hagen, a servant
1eported missing, is safe, This makes 96
saved out of 177. Fifty.one bodies so far
have been recovered ; thirty are still miss-
ing. The excavation reached the west wall
to-day, where'five bodies were found in a
heap under the servants’ quarter.
