In the first place the offer of the commis­
sion to a large extent recognised the wisdom 
of the accused in avoiding a trial by jury.

In the second place it was unprecedented.
In the third place illegal and unwise to 

engage judges m a .political conflict which 
was certain to result In a loss of respect.

In the fourth objection Lord Randolph 
dealt with the difficulties,unconstitutionality 
and uselessness of the tribunal.
