Hours At Most.

BTTLING WITH DEATH T0 THE LST.

He Still Retains a Flickering
of Consciousness.

The Doctors Discontinue the Issuance of
Bulletins Owing to the Proximity of
Dissolution—A Decided Change for the
Worse Attributed to the Failure of
Both Heart and Brain—-Dr. Ross of
McGill. Returns to Montreal Satisfied
That Nothing Remains But to Wait
the Culmination.,

OTTAWA, June 5.—*“There is every symp-
tom of impending dissolution,” saia Sir James
Grant to-night at 11 as he and Dr. Wright
tarhe out of the gates at Ernscliffe together.

“He is as bad as he possibly ean be.”

The long struggle was almost at an end.,

The evening consuitation was shorter tha?

usual, lasting only about half an hour, bu
the practised eye of the physicians were saf
isfied. They decided to issue no midnigh
bulletin because there was nothing more to
besaid. Sir Jobn might possibly live till
morhing, but they could bardly believe it.
Sir John was still conscious at that hour, as
was indicated by the fact that he was able to
swallow a little champagne. The physicians
said there would be a flickering of conscious-
ness to the end.

‘What the Old Man’s thoughts have been
during the past week will never be known,

. but the people will believe that the long
struggle for life was more than a mere result
of animal strength. They will believe that
the same strength of will which carried the
Premier through many a bitter contest
before was working again aud that hs
would not yield an inch until the end. The
first news this morning was contained in this
brief statement:

ERNSCLIFFE, 7 a.m.—There is no change to re-
port in Sir John Macdonald’s condition this
morning and no new facts'to record. He has
been very somnolent all night and exhibited no
restlessness whatever, R. W. PowzLL, M.D.

Dr. George Ross of Montreal arrived at
noon. He held a long and careful
consuitation with  the - «6ther  physi-
cians; The result confirmed the opiniom
he held last Friday, when he was

first summoned, that the«case was hopeless,
He returned to Montreal at 5 this after-
noon. The bulletin the four physicians issued
was most alarming.

ERNSCLIFFE, 2 p.mn.—At our consultation to-day
we find Sir John altogether in a somewhat alarm-
ing state, His strengih, which has gradually
failed him during the past week, shows a marked
decline since vesterddy. ~ The indications show
still a slight flickering of consciousness. Respir-
ation 38, pulse 120. More feeble and irregular
than heretofore. In our opinion his hours of life
are steadily waning.

Kingston was
slighted and everybody fancied that Sir
John bad such influence that he could have
made Kingston the site, and failing to do so
he wasnéver entirely forgiven. Mr. Briggs
is the same age as the Premier and an ad-
mirer of his abilities

Ald, Hewitt’s Plain Talk—Engineer Jen-
nings the Great Stumbling Block~The
Mayor Fighting Clause by (Clmue—-
Angry Aldermen Who Speak Their
Mind.

The council was called again last might to
debate the Ashbridge’'s Bay reclamation
scheme, but before it could plunge - into busi-
ness Ald. Saunders and the Mayor succeeded
in showing City Engineer Jennings to
the front. This official and his al
leged discourtesy to the Ashbridge’s Bay
Special Committes was the thems of two-
hours’ discussion. With the exception of
Ald. Hall all the members of the committee
charged that Mr. Jennings had neglecb?d
them. They had gone so far as to ask him
toname a day for a meeting. He did so,
and when the members got together the City
Engineer only stayed long enough to .ms.ka
a little speech, say he would bave nothing to
do ‘with the specifications and then walked
out. The Mayor and Ald. Hewitt (chairman
of the special committee) had a lively tilt.
The Mayor said he objected to be bulldozed
as was attempted at the previous meeting.
Ald. Hewitt retorted that such a statement
was not correct. There was 1o
disputing the fact that the citi-
zens were a unit in - favor of
the syndicate, and, the City Engineer was
equally determined against it. Ald. Mec-
Dougall ranged himself on the side of the
Mayor. Ald. Hewitt told the council that
the specifications as presented by the com-
mittee had to be accepted or nothing. The
syndicate 1d not accept the amendments
of the City/Engineer but would retire alto-
gether. . The Engineer -was being forced to
the front by the :Fponents of the scheme, an
Engineer who did not attend a single meat-
ing, and v::i)did not take the o%portunELB
to get posted when it was given g
oongnimas would not back Im;mBNBe
council keep its marsh dirty and stinking as
it was, .

Want the Engineer to Attend.

Ald. Jolliffe said it was strange that the
Engineer could not get down the. council
if he could not get down to the committee.
The Mayor might have invited him.

The Mayor: “There is no use for him
here. You donot want his amendments.”

Ald, Leslie: “If we discuas the City En-

ineer a little lessgand the BSpecifications &
ﬁltna more we will get along faster.”

Ald. MacMath wanted to make out that
the committee had exceeded its powers.

Ald. Hewitt rose to a poiut of order,charg-
ing that the alderman was talking wide of
the mark, The point was allowed, where-
upon Ald. Allen said: “Thatis right. Let us
go ahead. We do not want to sit here
all ‘night listening to & pack of nonsense,”
Ald. McMath took exception to the language,
but Ald. Allen " would take nothing back,
adding that any man who was talkingout of
order was talking nongense.

At 10 o'clock Ald. re moved that the
report be referred back to the coxmittee for
the purpose of arriving at an amicable ar-
rangement with the City Eogineer and to
report again to council a week from date,

Ald.ﬁewitt said if this matter was to
back the best thing to be done was for
committee to resign and throw the whole
question on the council. The Score motion
was adopted in committee of the whole.

In couancil it was expected there would be
a division on the motion, but it passed with-
out opposition. Ald. Shaw. then moved that
after the specifications had been agreed upon
that they should be submitted to Christopher
Robinson, Q.C., and the City Solicitor before
final adoption.

The motion was opposed by Ald. J. E. Ver-
ral and others, who thought that Mr. Biggar
was good enough.  Ald. Leslie and Hewitt
took the same ground, the former remarking
it would be just as sensible to hire another
Engineer to report fin conjunction with Mr,
Jennings. The motion was adopted on a vote
of 21 to 15. ;

Ald. Hewitt then put forward this resolu-
tion, which was practically a test of the
council’s feeling:

* That the report be not now referred
back, but that the conncil again resoive itself
into committee of the whole for the purpose
of continuing consideration of the report.’

GOLDEN HAIRS %

Clinging to the Blood-Stained Stone Used
by a Would-be Murderer.

LoxNDoN, June 5.—Richard C. Duncén of
Washington, D.C., charged with attempting
to murder his wife on May 12 in North
Wales, was examined again yesterday. Dr.
Jones swore that Duncan told him bhe com-
mitted the crime himself. ‘' God for-
give me,” said the prisioner, I did
not know what I was doing. Three months
ago I was worth $50,000. Now I have lost
all. Isaw nothing before me but poverty
for myself and wife. Indeed, I went to
Llanduduo and hired a boat with the inten-
tion of taking both our lives by drowning,
but I failed to do so.”

Duncan pleaded not guilty and was
formally committed for trial. The 'stone
found near the prisoner, with which the
crime is supposed to have been committed,
was produced in “court. It is a
huge wedge of slate and was stained
with blood and hair. A few golden hairs
clinging' to it. Mrs. Duncan’s condition is
still very crital. Itis said that if she survives
it is doutful if her proper mental condition
will ever be restored.

I WOMAN'S QUAINT REASON.

Further Evidence in the Baccarat Case
Tending to Besmirch the Escutcheon
of Baronet Gordon-Cumming

LoNDoN, June 5.—~The baccarat case was
resumed this morning. The baccarat coun-
ters were passed over t§ the jury for inspec-
tion. Mrs. Lycett Green was again called to
the witness box and the cross-examination of
the lady, which was:yesterday interrupted
by adjournment, was resumed by Sir Ei-
ward Clarke. The witness, who was fully
as self-possessed as she had shown herself to
be during the ordeal of yesterday, was in
cross-examination taken over the old ground
of the arrangement of the day, the disposi-
tion about it of the guests and discovery of
the cheating by Sir William Gordon Cum-
ming.

In the midst of this work of repetition,
“S&E}:lwa:rd abruptly turned upon the wit
n ith the question, ‘‘Are you acquainted
with or do you know of a man named
Bowles?” Witness replied very posi-
tively in the negative, and was then allowed
to step out of the box.

The Hostess Testifles,

The defence then called Mrs. Arthur Wil-
son, the Tranby Croft hostess. and a party
defendant to the suit. Witness testified that

-| she distinctly recollected having observed

her son looking at her with a puzzled expres-
sion from time to time during the progress of
the game of baccarat on Sept 8. Later her
son informed her that he had seen the plain-
+iff, Sir William Gordon Cumming, cheat at
play. Then there came a tedious threshing
over of the testimony of previous witnesses,
Mrs, Wilson agreed on all material points
with the circumstances and detailsof the
play as before related. When her son in-
formed her of the detection by him of Sir
William’s dishonest play, witness said to
him, “You must not mention it. We must
not have .a scandal in our house.” Passin
on to the events of the second evening o
play, Sept. 9, .witness swore that she
bad on that occasion noticed nothing str:
until she had received a note from Mr.
Lycett Green, who left the room. The note
declared the writer had seen plaintiff cheat,
and that he could not remain in the room,
and that something should be done to stop
the game, Wit recollected  hearing
plaintiff asking the banker,- the Prince of
Wales, to pay him £10 for a counter which
he claimed bhad been overlooked. Witness
also remembered hearing the Prince sav on
that occasion that he wished people would
g‘lace their stakes where they could be seen.
he Prince had spoken in the'tone of a man
who was seriously annoyed. Once, subse-
quently, witness had seen the plaintiff push
a £10 counter over the chalk line so openly
that she wondered that none of the others
appeared to have observed the action. :

Witness was then turned over to the pro-
secution for cross-examination, representa-
tives of which emulated the courtesy of Sir
Charles in their manner of receiving tha
lady. Replying to the first question of coun-
sel in cross-examination, she declared that
she did not sign a paper pledging secrecy as
to the baccarat discovery. She however ad-
mitted that the Prince of Wales had appeal-
ed to her to say nothing of the matter.

Inreply to a question by Sir Edward
Clarke witness said that her husband had
ovjected to baccarat being played in his
house only because he feared that play might
become too high. When asked wiy she had
not told the Priace tmat her husband .object-
ed to baccarat being played there she replied:
*I did not do so because we were such a staid,
non-gambling fmrt,y that I did not think
much harm could come from the little play
indulged in.”

She kept her self-possession fairly well
throughoat this part of the examination, but
was visibly annoyed at the loud titter that
greeted her quaint reason for disobeying her
husband’s injunction.

Played With a Cheat.

In response to questions by plaintiff’s coun-
sel witness was forced to admit that she had
sat at play on the second night, Sept. 9, with
a guest whom she had heard solemn ly de-
nounced as a cheat.

Here counsel plied her with question after
question, a course that svmewhat confused
her. © At last she was asked point biank,
*“Why did you in your own house, where it
was your duty to protect your guests, sit at
play with a man whom you had heard called
a common cheat?’

To the utter amazement of everyone pre-
sent witness replied: “‘I bad pat it out of my
mind. I had a lot of other matters to think
about.”

To say that this episode created a sensation
is putting it mildly indeed.  Asked whether
she had seen Sir William cheat, witness re-
plied, **Yes, unfortunately, without doubt.”
I'his concluded the cross-examination of Mrs.
Wilson.

Lord Coventry's Evidence,

After the cross-examination of Mrs. Wilson
hud been finished the defence called Lord Co-
ventry, who with Gen. Williams drew up the
incriminating document which was signed
by the plaintiff. Witness stated that when
on the evening of Sept. 10 Mr. Lycett Green
made the communication to him which was
afterwards repeated in the presence of Gen.
Williams and Mr. A, Stanley Wilsoxr he had

Continuing, witness related the circum-
stances of the mnotorious interview with Sir
William: When witness told plaintiff of the
nature of the accusation against him the
latter denounced it as ‘‘false,” and asserted
that it was merely the statement of a parcel
of inexperienced boys who were unentitied
to belief, Subsequentiy the plaintiff had
seen the Prince in company with the witness
and General Williams, and had declared his
innocence. To the declaration of Sir Wil-
liam tbe Prince simply responded, ‘‘There
are five against you.” Witness had himseif
told Sir William that Mr. Lycett Green
wished to confront him, yet plaintiff had
failed to express a desire to meet this ac-
cuser,

The Hint to Go,

Witness then said that when further stipu-
lated to depart from the Tranby Croft resi-
dence early on the morning of" the fol-
lowing day, the document wus signed by
Sir William under tue circuamstances related
and was later forwarded to the Prince of
Wales.

The notebook of the witness was then
produced, and Sir Charles proceeded to read

tuerefrom. It was found that Lord Coven-

try’s diary of events at Tranby Croft ugreed
in~ every material respect with his
testimony as given in court. General
Williams and  himself ~ submitted the
{:psr for the plaintiff to sign. The

tter had said, **That is tantamount to an
admission of guilt; I won’t sign.”

There was nothing in the actions of Sir
Williamn on the occasion in guestion to sug-
gest that he had lost his *head.

CANADA CONSENTED.

The Dominion Acquiesced in the Passage
of the Behring Sea Bill Providing
for a‘® Close Season,

LONDON, June 5.—The bill providing for
the issue of an order-in-council prohibiting
the taking of seals in Behring Sea by British
subjects, though a Government measure, met
with the opposition of Alex. Staveley Hill,
who sits for the King’s Winford division of
Staffordshire. His opposition was particu-
larly directed aﬁninst the clause of the bill
agreein s that the United States will eatch
1500 s for the benefit of the islanders dur-
wg the close season. He made a violent
speech against this section and ‘moved as an
amendment that the words “‘if Canada con-
sents,” be added thereto, During the course
of his speech, Mr, Hill stated that he had re-
ceived a communication from Canada in re-
lation to this question.

William Heory Smith, the Government
leader, argued against the amendment, bas-
ing his opposition to it on the fact that the
Government had already obtained the assent
of Canada to cthe bill.

Every month or six weeks an officer will
visit #he houses of the applicants and collect
the savings and deposit them in the bank 1n
Yonge-street. On these amounts ianterest at
the rate of 4 per cent, per annum will be
allowed.
