“Anld [ as a member of .this
committee do not propose to leave this chamber
before piacing myself on record on the matter."

construction and repdiring of the Waterworks

Ald. Gowanlock said the committee had not
been called together simply because there was
nothing to report beyond what everbody knew.
They would, however, be in a position to make
a report at tc»morr&"s meeting of the com-

mittee,

Ald. Saunders: I would like to know who this
man Goodwin is, his duties and his salary.

Ald. Gowanlock: He has been employed by the
Waterworks Department for over two years.
His duties are to keep the screen’ clean, and his
remuneration is §1 a daj.

Ald. Sbaw held that the chairman of the
Waterworks Committea had taken all steps to
find through whose negligence the sccident had

caused,

Ald. Leslie pointed out that all the discussion
was out of order, and he mowed that the reports
of the Engineer and Superintendent be referred
to the Waterworks Committee.

Is There a Waterworks Committee ?

Ald. Crawford: I shall very strongly,
as one of the members .of that com~
.mittee, oppose - it . going there. - Seemingly
there is none. It spems at any rate to becom-

sed of the chairman .and the super
