THEY ARE TAKING UP MANY ms-
CULINE AVOCATIONS.

HKansas Has a Most Successful Raneh |
Owner in Lhe Person of s ¥alr Young

Woman—A Yist of Occuputions Now

¥illed by Women,

Women are fyund to-day in many an
employment which until very recently
was regarded ad the exclusive privilege
of man, For ikstance, one of the most
successful ranch-owners in Kansas is
not a robust and able-bodied man, but a
woman fair of face, petite in form, and
not more than thirty years old. Adver-
tising is anothe¢r business in which wo-
men are-beginning to figure prominent-
ly. There are two .very large ad-
vertising agencies in Boston, the
members of both firms being wo-
men and all their employes women,
They make their contracts and attend to
the most intricate business problems
themselves, and have large contracts for
entire railroads and street cars in the
lurgest cities in the United States. One
woman who had an excellent musical
education in her youth took a thorough
aud systematic course in the theoretical
study aud practice of piano tuning, and
goon proved her capacity in excelling
the male competitors in the establish-
ment, She has now a very large num-
ber of patrons and comfortably supports
nerself and two children, The first wo-

mau railroad president in the United
States succeeded her husband on his
death ; he was the president of the
Pepusvoro and Harrisville Railroad,
The First Nitional Bank of Lexingten,
Neb., has for its president Mrs. B,
Temple, and for vice-president Miss
Tewmple. The recent election of the wife
of a senior member of a large New York
firm of short-line railway builders as
resident of the Hains Medina Valley
taiiroad Company in Texas makes the
second instance of a. woman appointed
to till this position, There is only ove
woman railrond engineer, There is
o little stretch of - road . known
as the Cairo Short Line, and on
this the daughter of one of its chief
owners rode to school daily, and at a
very early age seemed deeply interested
in macbinery, and always had the
workings of the engine explained.
Finally she manifested a greater interest
in mechanical and railroad engineering,
and as all things come to him (or her)
who waits; a chance arrived.  The
engineer of this nairow-gauge road be-
came ill, and during this illuess the
youug woman in question took his place
and made the runs without any mishap.
Upon the death of the engineer she
assumed charge of the train, which she
is still running, to the entire satisfaction
of all parties concerned. In Texas
there is o female contrdctor in the em-
floy of the United States Government,
{er contract is for carrying the mail
from Keith to White Hall, Georgia has
a woman muil carrier who not only de-
livers thie mail on her little black pony
cver a forty -mile route tri-weekly, in a
bleak und sparsely settled region, but
manages a large farm as well, doicg
much of the manual labor and suppori-
ing her aged parents and crippled sis-
ter by ber indefatigable industry and
energy. She is but tweunty-iwo years
old.
% In Cincinpati an excellent restuurant
is in the Chamver of Commerce Build-
ing, and is patronized exclusively by the
foremost business men in that city, 1t
is run by three Scoteh women, and upon
strictly temperanco principles. Every
one predicted their failure when it was
anpounced that positively no liquor was
"procurable in their restaurant, and peo-
ple scoffed to thiuk they could mot even
get a glass of beer with their meals ; but
their predictions proved erroneous, for
besides paying an annual rental of $5000
for their magmficent premises, they
clear annually from §10,000 to $15,000 a
year. “

The lady guide is an institution in
London and an inpovation HOW being
introduced in American cities. In Lon-
don these guides are for the express pur-
pose of supplying women tourists with
members of their own sex to pilot them
safely over the well-known tours of Eng-
jand and the British Islands in general,
and in fact anywhere they wish to go
on the Coutinent. These guides are re-
fined and cultivated, speak French and
German fluently, else their applica-
sion. for this rather agreeable position
will’not be considered, and have excel-
jeut credentials as to character and so-
briety. They are supposed to work
eight hours a day, and their charges is
Lut ten shillings, equivalent to two dol-
fars and a half of American money.
‘When one considers the aggravations
one is spured by haviog a guide, and the
surety one feels of not baviong spent too
much for anything purchased, it will be
found that this amniable courier has sav-
ed her employer fully the amount of
salary, In New Orleans one of the fin.
est orchestras is composed entirely of
women, and the leader and her corps of
well-trained musiciahs are seen at every
entertainment of note iu that gay cty.
1n Astoria, L.1.,, many of the largest
hothouses are controlled and managed
by women, In Gotbam is & blacksmith’s
shop managed entirely by the three
daughters of the blacksmith, who are
intelligent young women. The father
died some twelve yearsago, and
the mother took charge of
the establishment; and looking to
the future, she bad her girls instructed
not only iu the art of horseshoeing, but
in everything pertaining to the trade,
Since the mother's'death one of the sis-
ters married, and now the married. sis-
{er and the two young girls employ five
men, but personally superintend every
Liorse that is shod,  Among their pa
trons are numbered the wealthiest own-
ers of horses in this city, and during the
yacing season they will open & large
branch at Monmouth, N.J. One of the
busiest importers of artiticial flawers in
this city died three years ago, and left
Jiis business in a most distressingly tan-
gled state. His wife, a woman of ex-
fuisite taste, goes downtown to the office
daily, goes abroad to do her purchasing
in the Parisian market, and bier business
{s now in a most flourishing condition.

The largest ty pewriting business in the
whoie world is also in this city, and is
conducted by two sisters, ‘The eldest
took a course in stenography for her
own pleasure, She became 0 proficient
in this 4rt that she became anxious to
utilize ber knowledge, and accepted a
Josition in a well-known law office.
&’r«:si:nll}' her mother died and the
father became incurably ill She then
taught the two younger sisters this art,
and opened a school with twelve pupils,
whom she taught every evening after
getting through with her duties down-
town. To-day this young woman is in
partnersiip with one sister, has five
offices, one school, and employs from
gixty to sixty-five stenographiers and

typewriters and owns all her machines,
Dne rule which they invariably follow,
and which has insured their marvelous
juccess, is that any work promised is
delivered at the time stated if it takes
half of their working foice ail night to
fnish it. For emergency work they
huve a “veserve force, Lesides employ
mg many women to translate lega
jocuments and dramas in every Jan-
guage spoken — excepting Garner's
money-talk, which thus far has not been
femanded. There are many women
riding teachers in this city, and one of
the most successful dentists here does all
she mechbanical work. while her assiste

ants attend to the tooth-putiing in tho
office. An entire block of houses wus
papered by a ‘young woman who takes
the contract for such work from our
ltr*«t builders, The only woman thus
far heard of who earns her living by
breaking in and training horses for the
saddle is o beautiful Virginian of aristo-
cratic lineage, Chemistry is another
field in which women can now enter. A
druggist in upper New York engngcd @
femalo prescription cletk, at which his
other clerks demurred, eventually re-
fusiog to work witk her, The woman
wus capable, young, and courageous
aud told the proprietor she had come to
stay, and hoped he had no fault to find
with ber filling of the perscriptions, He
was so well pleased that he married her,
and hie-has now a doubly interested part-
ner as well as a first-class assistant in
his business. A young woman is the
proprietor of a drug-store in Pennsyl-
vania and makes the compounding of
medicine a specialty.

MODERN TELESCOPES.

The Groat Progress Made in the Manu~
facture of Instruments.

Iu an informal address before the Bos-
ton Scientific Society Mr. Alvin G.
Clark, the famous telescope maker,
spoke of the telescopes of the earlier as-
tronomers, among them that of Galli-
Jeo, who was the first oue to apply this
instrument to celestial obseryation,
showing some of the difficulties under
which the earlier opticisns labored. The
difficulty lay in the fact that in its pas-
sage through the lens the light of the
stars becomes separated into the differ-
ent colors of which light i8 composed,
and each of these colors comes to a dif-
ferent focus within the telescope tube,
"'his results in confusion and injury to
the image. The first step was the in-
vention of the reflecting telescope,differ-
ent forms of which were made by differ-
ent men, in the manufacture of which
delicate processes were undergone, and
with which some remarkableresults were
achieved. Mr, Clark explained the

to avoid thisdispersion of light by means
of long tubes, and paid tribute to Dol-
land, the English optician, who first
gave to the world the achromatic ob-
jective, Ib this combination of lenses
the imperfection of the image is elimin-
ated to a large degree by the useof a
second leus, the imperfections of which
dre equal in amount to those of the
first lens, .but opposite in quality or di-
rection,

Mr, Clark reviewed briefly the story

story of exceeding interest, since this
‘.crease has come to us maialy through
the efforts and efficient work of the firm
of which he is ncw the sole remaining
member, The aperture of fifteen inches
was for many years the maXimum, but
of late years, with increased facilities
for the munufacture of large discs and
experience in the handling of the same,
the aperture of telescopes has been
rapidly increased, uutil we have now
the great Lick telescope of thirty-six
inches and the still larger lenses of forty
inches diameter, upon which he is now
at work, This increase in aperture, in
connection with the sharpness of *defini-
tion, which by the care of the optician
of these days is possible, gives greut
opportunity for the use of high magni-
fying powers, and it is estiruated that
the Lick telescope is capable of* showing
at least one hundred million stars, Mr,
Clark’s address dwelt briefly upon the
manufacture of the glass, the careful
me:hbods of shaping the lenses, the
elimination of the spectrum colors and
many other points of interest, showing
that the work of the lensmaker demand 8
not only great and delicate mechanical
skill, but also artistic feeling of high
order.
