Toker, a coke worker, was shot and kill­
ed and his wife Mary fatally wounded 
yesterday afternoon by Frank Morris, a 
16-year-old boy who had been living with 
them for several day's. The deed was 
committed at Toker’s home at Rich Hill, 
six miles from here. The motive was rob­
bery.

Yesterday afternoon Morris came to 
the house and, without warning, shot 
and killed Toker. He then ransacked 
the house, taking $80 in money and two 
silver watches. On his way out he en­
countered Mrs. Toker and opened fire on 
her. Two bullets entered her breast and 
she fell unconscious to the floor. Morris 
then fled to the mountains.

To-day a man named Holfhill was rid­
ing on horseback from the scene of the 
tragedy when he encountered Morris, 
who ordered him to dismount. Holfhill 
refused and Morris shot him twice, in­
flicting serious but not fatal wounds. 
Morris is hiding in the mountaihns.

The liquors stolen were 
mostly consumed, but the bottles were 
to be seen all over; the place.

New York, Sept. 14.—The following re­
markable message in the original and 
translated, is printed in The Herald this 
morning. It was sent in the first in­
stance by a Japanese special correspon­
dent serving with the fleet in the Gulf 
of Pechili to the newspapers in Japan 
which he represented, and which is for 
obvious reasons withheld.

The Japanese Government, however, 
which exercises a strict censorship over 
all news relating to the war, prohibited 
its publication, and the information 
which it conveys is therefore for the 
first time made public.
It is said that the Mikado’s Govern­

ment prohibited the printing of the news 
lest it should stir up a strong anti-Brit­
ish feeling in Japan, and time imperil 
the safety of British subjects residing 
in Japan.

Japs Foiled By a British Salute.
"With the Japanese fleet before Wei- 

Hai-Wef, Gulf of Pechili, Ang. 12, 1894.
“Aï 1 o’clock yesterday morning, Ang. 

11, our fleet, consisting of 12 men-of- 
war and a flotilla of six torpedo boats, 
took advantage of, the darkness of night 
and crept into the harbor of WeS-Hai- 
Wci, unknown to the Chinese. Six tor­
pedo boats were sent ont with the pur­
pose of blowing up the Chinese warships 
anchored within.

"When midway, a British man-of,war, 
which was anchored there, fired saint 
for the Japanese vessels, a very unusual 
thing to do under such circumstances.

“Upon this all the electric lights and 
search lights at the forts were lighted 
in an instapt, and soon all the forts were 
in activity. An exchange of shots for 
over an hour followed.

“ Seeing that their plan to take the 
Chinese by surprise fell through on ac­
count of the salutes from the British, 
and further firing being of no avail, the 
Japanese, retired.
“As the torpedo flotilla was retiring 

a Chinese torpedo boat discharged a tor­
pedo against it, but failed to do any 
damage, and for its trouble was Instantly 
rewarded by being sunk by a torpedo 
discharged by one of the Japanese boats. 
, “ The salutes from the British vessel 
cannot but be regarded as signals to 
make the elnmbering Chinese know of the 
presence of the Japanese, as it is not 
ciStomary to fire salutes at dead of 
night.”

Why the Trial 1» Postponed.
No reason is assigned by the crown au< 

thoritiee for their determination to poet* 
pone the hearing of the case. It is under-» 
stood that new and important evidence 
is expected, but up to the present it is 
uot in the hands of the authorities. The 
postponement of the trial cannot have 
any effect upon the sentence cf MacWher- 
rell. He is already convicted and doomed 
to suffer the extreme penalty. A dozen 
convictions piled on top of this one could 
not make the sentence any more severe, 
nor can the disposal of his case make 
any difference in Walker’s circumstances.

On March 18 MacWherrell was sentenced 
to hang on June 1 for the murder of 
James Williams. The horrible butchery! 
that was committed on the Middle-road 
on Thursday, Dec. 14, is now an old 
story. MacWherrell wee respited to ali 
low the Minister of Justice time to res 
view the case. As announced some timtf 
ago, Sir John Thompson refused to inter­
fere with the finding of the court, and 
in all human probability the chief actor 
in the awful tragêdy will -die on the 
morning of Oct. 1 next.

Walker was tried with MacWherrell 
and found “not guilty.” 'He has since 
been held on the other charge.

BIR NARCISSE BELLE AC DEAD.

The Ex-Lteut.-Governor of Quebec Dies of 
Heart Failure Sketch of His Career.
Quebec, Sept. 14.—Sir Narcisse F. Bel- 

lean died at 8 o’clock this afternoon of 
heart failure, after a lingering illness, at 
the age of 88.

Born at Quebec Oct, 20, 1808, he was 
educated at the Quebec Seminary and ad­
mitted to the bar 1832. In 1847 he was 
elected City Councillor and in 1860 was 
elected Mayor of Quebec. It was under 
hie municipal administration that Que­
bec’s unparalleled aqueduct was begun. 
He began the building of the old North 
Shore Railway, now the C.PJi. branch. 
He was elected president of La Banque 
Nationale and was a member of Her Ma­
jesty’s Legislative Council from 1862 
until Confederation. In 1867 he was ap­
pointed Speaker of the Legislative As­
sembly. When H.R.H. the Prince of Wales 
visited Quebec, Aug. 18. 1860, he was 
created a knight. At the death of Sir 
E.P. Tache Sir N. F. Belleau became 
Prime Minister and held that post until 
1867, when he was appointed Lt.-Qov- 
ernor of Quebec. In 1871 he was created 
Grand Commander of the Royal Order of 
Isabel the Catholic by the King of Spain. 
In 1879 the Marquis of Lome presented 
Sir Narcisse, in presence of the Princess 
Louise, ,with the Order of St. Michael and 
St. George.

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THE COMM MURDER.
MOW PATRICK COSGROVm RECEIVED 

HIS DEATH BLOW.

V Feend Lylm* Asleep By • Mam Named 
Green Me Is Awakened Only te Deceive 
His Death Blow—Green’s Companions 
Make a 
Oreen Arrested.

Cornwall, Ont., Sept. 14.—An unexpect­
ed light hae been thrown on the death of 
Patrick Coegrove, who was found lying 
Sh a coal ehed in Water-street, this town, 
on Tuesday morning and died the follow- 

\ ing day. The adjourned inquest was
held in the Music Hall, and after the 
evidence of Doctors Wagner and Gravely, 
who made the post mortem, had been 
taken,

Carney, alias Dublin, and Henderson 
were examined. The two men left Corn­
wall on Tuesday morning in company 
with another man named Green to avoid 
arrest for stealing plums. The previous 
evening they went to Massen, N.Y., and 
thence to Waddlngton. On Thursday 
afternoon Carney and Henderson crossed 
to Morrieburg, leaving Green at Wad- 
dington. On landing at Morrieburg they 
were arrested on the strength of a letter 
from Constable Crites of Cornwall, on sus­
picion of complicity in the death of Cos­
grove, to which their sudden disappear­
ance gave color. The two men were 
brought to Cornwall this eventing by 
Policeman Smith and were called after 
the medical men had given evidence.

Carney toid how he had spent Monday 
night, including the stealing of the plums 
in company with Henderson and G 
and that they had left because the owner 
of the plums had threatened arrest. 

Henderson Tells of Ihe Murder. 
Henderson was then called, and cor­

roborated the evidence of Carney, but in 
telling the story of their journey from 
Cornwall to Waddlngton he stated that 
Green had told them that after they 
had parted on Monday evening he went 
into the coal shed which was near his 
boarding house, and there saw a man ly­
ing down. He stirred him up and asked 
what he ay as doing there. The man said 
he wanted a place to sleep, as he had 
no money, though he hoped to get a 
hotelkeeper to keep him. Green went to 
bed, but got Up and went into the shed 
again, pretending to . be another party. 
He sth-red the man again, and received 
about the same answer as before, 
struck the man with hie fist and the man 
fell.*! Green then rifled the man’s pockets, 
but he found no money. He then went $o 
bed, and next morning went to the ehed 
and saw the man lying there.

Hull, Que., Sept. 14.—Fred Muller, a 
German by birth, but who for several 
years past has kept a blacksmith shop 
at Kazabazun, is under arrest on the 
charge of bigamy preferred against him 
by the father of his second wife, who 
lives near Kazabazun. On a visit to Ot­
tawa, Muller was seen by some fellow- 
pountrymen, who, knowing that he had a 
wife in the Fatherland, inquired after her. 
This reached the cars of the woman he 
had married since residing here, and a 
warrant was sworn out. Muller levanted, 
but was located by having only two fin­
gers on his left hand.

2000 Buildings Burned.
Shanghai, Sept. 14.—The city of Shun
