“I have received a communicatioii from 
Messrs. Edgar & Malone, dated 16th in­
stant, asking, on behalf of the Georgian 
Bay Ship Canal and Power Aqueduct 
Company, that the offer submitted by 
them of Jan. 21 last be brought before 
council in an official way. In compliance 
with that request, I herewith submit the 
company’s offer for your consideration, 
together with Edgar & Malone’s letter. 
I have carefully perused the company’s 
offer, aud find that a great portjon of 
it has been prepared by our legal de­
partment, and has already been adopted 
by the council. This w’hole matter has 
been before the council from time to time 
for over two years, and considerable ex­
pense has been incurred by the city in 
printing, etc., in connection with it.

“The council has manifested a willing­
ness to enter into an agreement with the 
company, but the difficulty has beèn, up 
to the present, iii framing one to meet 
the wishes of thç company, and, at the 
same time, protect the city’s interest. 
It is now proposed by the company that 
the new agreement submitted, contain­
ing, as stated in; Edgar & Ma loco’s com­
munication to me, ‘a complete and de­
finite proposition’ to the city, bè laid 
before the council for action thereon. It 
is desirable that thpKquestion should be 
now settled once lor all, to enable tho 
council to devote its energies to many 
other important questions coming up for 
consideration. If the construction of the 
aqueduct would provide early employ­
ment for many of the ’ laboring classes, 
and be an impetus to manufacturing en­
terprise by offering cheap heat, light 
and power, it is desirable that a reason­
