Whitman, of Annapolis, who say that 
about April last, they paid into the County 
Clerk, $6 each, and received their licenses, 
and wo hear of others doing the same, yet 
ine Treasurer has not received these 
amounts. If there are auctioneers plying 
their vocation without license, then No. 
19, of the bye laws of the Municipality 
should be enforced, and this should apply 
to truckmen, as we find no fees entered 
from that class. We would urge on be­
half of the rate payers of this Conaty, 
that it should be made imperative, that 
all fees whether for auctioneers, exhibi­
tions, or other sources, and by wlion,so­
ever collected, should at once be paid over 
to the Treasurer, or at least before the 
close of each year.

In conclusion we beg to state that we 
have spent much time and given our best 
attention in order that our work might be 
efficiently performed and considering that 
we should be fairly remunerated for 
service we render herewith our bill for $40.
