Yeéaterday a slave prize arrived from Africa in charge |
of tivo English Midshipmen, who .captured her: in a
small boat with a crew of ten -men; and brought: her
safe into port.. The Captain -of the-slaver was shot
while in the act of repelling the English boat, and his
Jody falling overboard could not be recovered ; the

1t is, howaver, delightful to

seamen of the ‘vesse), however, ‘surrendered without

firing a shot, and they are now sifely deposited on
board of an English man of war. After the slaves
are_rescucd, iy the humane endoavou?s of the English
Governmeut, they are resuscitited. on board of ves-
scls provided for the pyrpose ; and as T have just re-
turned from visiting the: late arrival on board of the
Crescent, I shall atfempt to give you some idea of
the state in which I found them. The slaver is
scarcely larger than one of our coasting schooners,
and yet she sailed from’ Africa with 'fouriundrcd and
fifty negrazs on board, out of which but three hun-
dred and fiftcen drrived in port, the balance having
died of confinciment, starvation and disease, during
the royage. On board of the C——-— I saw some of
ih¢ three hundred and fifteen whbo have cscaped the
horrors of stivery, for many have died sirice their ar-
rival [rom thy eftects of bad diet and confincment ;
and { must co.ifess I never saw a more interesting,
and yet a more fouching seene in the whole course of
my life. 1 happened to get on board when the poor
ereatures were ull on deck dancing and singing their
native songs, and breathing the pure air of heaven,
which bad been denicd them so long ; and the happy
facea and cheerful voices plainly indicated that they
were aware of their being at liberty again.  But such
emacialcd beings I never saw belore 3 scarcely any
onc of the men hod a limb larger than a boy’s erm,
and the little children—for two thirds of them arc
very young—were nothing but skin and bones ; while
the women, with the exception of those who had been
favourites of the crew, werc in no better condition.—
Through the kindaness of the officers, we were atlow-
ed to visit the sick ; and during our stay in the apart-
ment, 1 saw five sable skeletons carried out {or buri-
al, whilec scveral, in which the spark of life was
scarcely visible, met my eye in cvery corncr of the
room. Ononc bed I saw a litlle fellow reclining
upon the lifeless body of his companion, and so en-
tircly exhausted and emaciatcd was he, that he was
unable Lo quit his icy pillow ; indced, he was abinost
uncoascious of cvery thing. Near by was a group of
some half dozcn others who were fearfully walching
the almost lifeless form of a little brother, perhaps, or
following the humane doctor with wistful cyes, as if
he posscssed the power of restoring their dying asso-
ciate. Inangther part of the room, the wasted figure
of a tall, well-made man was streiched upon a mal ;
and his piteous moans, his unintelligible words, and
conlinual pointing to his breast, evidently proved that
he had been confined in a stooping position for the
greater part of the voyage ; indced, they all complaia-
ed of pains in the breast, as well as of starvation, and
the medical officers informed- me that in disseeting
them, the most loathsome sights are predented. One
of the subjects that I saw was a5 much diseased, that
lJarge and disgusting worms made their appearance
through his nosc, an occurrence not rare, I am told,
for it seems that the intestines are often filled with
them in consequence of the bad diel and water they
get on board. .

The villainous crew of the slaver are confined as
prisoners on board of the same vessel, which offers
an asylum to the poor creatures whom they have sto-
len from their homes, and would have condemuned to
a life of bondage, had not the timely appearance of
the brave Englishuicn prevented it. For my part,
though as fond of pleasant duty as any other person,
atill I have no objection to serve on the coast of Al-
rica, and I should fcel myself sufficiently remuneratod
for all the toil and privation of a coast cruise, could
I be the means of liberating my fellow miortals from
tlie inhuman treatment they received on board slave
vessels ; and furthermore add, as o matter of oplnion,
that the very first arrival of a capturéed alaver in our
waters will create such a féeling of sympathy in'the
breasts of the American people, that they will go
heart and hand for its suppression, and erush it at all
hacards. I am too well acquainted with the noble
vature of my countrymen not to be awarc of the ha-
tred they entertain for oppression in all its shapes ;
and I venture to predict that the day is not distant
when they will rise in their strength and put an end to
the barbarous :rnctice of dealing in human flesh at
hame or abroad. - :
