TeLEcraPHE BETWEEN EsGLAND anp Russia.—The
Emperor of Russia has decided on placing Petersburgh in
telegraphic communication with Vienna and Berlin, by
means of the electric telegraph which will also pass
throngh Warsaw and Posen.

be merged in Prince Albert’s show, and not have a sepa-
rate existence as part of the society’s show next year,

A library formed at the Bank of England for the use of
the clerks was opened the other day, after an appropriate
address from Mr. Thomson Hankey, junior, the Deputy-
Governor. One of the large offices has been handsomely
fitted up for the purpose, and £500 (in addition to several
large contributions from individual directors) has been
voted by the court for the purchase of books.

Briransia Bripge.—One hundred and fifty extra
hands have lately been taken on at these works, in order
to expedite the preparations for the floating of the third
great tube. The situation which it now occupies being at
a much greater distance down the river than the two al-
ready floated, has rendered it necessary, preparatory to
being floated between the piers, to remove it into the ba-
sin occupied by the first tube, where it .will be turned
round so as to bring it into the right position to cross the
Straits, precisely in the same course as the first tube, pa-
rallel to which it is to be placed on the Anglesea side.—
This movement is to take place on the 25th of the present
month, and the pontoons have already been placed under-
neath the tube for the purpose. On the 10th of June (the
succeeding spring tide) its final transit across to its per-
manent site is to take place. Since the completion of the
present tubular passage over the river, eircular windows,
four inches in diameter, fitted with glass; nd standing at
about twenty feet apart, have been placed along the sides.
—Cambrian.

GrEAT Firp N GRIFFINTOWN THIS AFTER?
NooN, JUNE 15.—About 4 o’clock, a fire broke out in a
carpenter’s shop, in Nazareth-street, destroying in its wake
about fifty houses, and the Episcopal church of St. Ann’s.
It is still extending its ravages towards the Canal, and it is
impossible to say when it will be got under. An immense
quantity of lumber has been destroyed.

The fire in Griffintown, on Saturday, con-
sumed nearly 200 houses. After raging about three hours
it was subdued in the vicinity of the Forwarding Stores, at
the canal, which together with the Gas Company’s Works
in the neighbourhood, narrowly escaped. The exertions of
the fatigue Company of the 20th Regiment were most
effectual in checking the progress of the fire in that direc-
tion. In the consternation at the time many families lost
the whole of their furniture. A respectable woman, named
Levingston, was burned to death in endeavouring to secure
her property ; and another woman, named McDonald, is
reported missing.
