Cathedral on
Tuaesdny, March 10th, when 1he ceremony of
enthrening their new Bizhop, Dr. Thorold, took
place, lncluding the clergy belonging to the
Cathedral avd college, there were altogeiher
abont 600 present, The Cuthedral was crowded
with onicokers, Ip accordance with an anoient
custom, which has come down to us from the
time of the Conquercr, the Dean, canons, and
choir, after the first lesson at moruing prayer,
lett tre Cathedral by the routh door to escort
the Bishop from the Deanery to the mother
church of the diocese, St. Lawrence, which
stands on the sito of the King's Palace Chapel,
where the Bishops puid homage in Norman
dags, As the procession passed the west door,
the 600 surplicea clergy and the college mastors
and tellows joined it, On the way down the
churohyard avenue processicnal and recessional
hymns were sung.

Lawrepce reached, the Bishop entered
alone and tolled the bull, As the procession
relurned to the Cathedrsl, the Mayor and Cor-
%orauon, the Lord High Stewuard (the Eurl o

orthirook,) the Recorder, and Mr. Moss,
M P, prececed it. The declsration which it is
oustomary for the Bishops to make was made
inside the west door of the Cathedral, and the
enthronement ceremony took place in th, choir,

conducted by the Archdeacon of Canterbury,

OF the * Annexed Book’ it may be intoresting
to mention that it is written in a very clear
and rigular olerk’s hand, and might from its
general uniformity be supposed from s super-
ficial examination to be the work of one
tranecriber, The Prayer Book is made up of
544 pages of stout writing paper, which are
fullowed by three leaves containing the signa
tures of the members of Convoeation of the
Southern and Northern Provinces. It is bound
n leather and there are yet traces of two pairs
of blue gilk ribands which were used for tying
the oovers toge'her. At the back are 8ix holes,
through whish the strings passed that attached
1t to the Aot. Tho ends of there strings
oxaotly corresponds with holes in the margin
of the Act. Tnere is & seventh hle with no
traces of & string having passed through it.
The jeslous care which is now bestowud upon
the ‘Annexed Book' is well shown by the fact
that it hus been aotually reproduced in ihe
preoincts of the House of Lords itse!f, under the
very eyes of its ouslodians, To do thig it was
neocasary to make unse of an elabora‘'e method
of reflesting in order to obtain a sufficienoy of
light. It was afterwards lithographed, and is
thus a faithfal copy of the original, showing all
the fliws and erasares and the marks of age
and injary of this remarkable facsimile, whioh
it llms laken thiee years to produce.— Church
Bells.

A vunigum book has just been published in

Eoglund, It is the facsimile of the original
manugoript of the Book of Common Prayer,
signed by Convoecation December 20th, 1661,
and atlached to the Act of Unitormity, which
received the Royal assent Muy 19:h, 1662, It
has a remarksble history. The M3, and the
Act annexed to it were depoeited in an ancient
tower near the Chupter House of Westminster
Abbey. Here they seem 10 bave long remainea
undisturbed ; bat some time atter 1819 a
olergymau who had oceasiun to refer to 1t up-
peurs 10 have detached the munuscript from the
Act, for greater ocouvenience of collaiion or
perusal., The manuccript was then for s con-
stcerable nnmber of yeurs kept in 8 press with
the Act, but in & separate compuriment, Ip
1840 or 1841 it was required for refereuce, bau
cvuid pov be found, 'L'he matter rested thus
antil 1867, when Dean Stsnley re ovlved to
asocriain wheiber the M3. was really lost
beyoud rccovery. A search resulted, and it
was found that it had remained in the Jewes
Tower until 1864, when it was, wilh other
MSS. and - papers, trapsferred to the Chiet
Clerk, and locked up in s olotet in his room. It
is hardly peccesary to say that since then the
precions volame bss been most carefully, ray,
jealously guarded. This is briefly the sirange
nistory ot the manusoript of our Prayer-book,
ot which & facsimile bus just been issuned. It
may be staled that the buok i8 iesued u8 & com-
panion voinme 10 the Book of Commou Pisyer
which wus partly tbe outcumo of the assembly
of ‘learned divines of both persuasions’ to

revise the Liturgy in 1661, and whioch was

reproduoed in facsimile in 1871 for the Royal
Commigsion on Ritual. The Assombly  of
Divines met in the Suvoy in 1661, from April
15th to July 24ih, Tho result was not satis-
factory, The different partios conld not agree,
and out of innamorable suggestions some wera
adopted by the B-shops, who caused them t5 be
pinced by Convooation in a newly revised
Prayer Book. This book is styled the ‘Con-
vooation Book.'! The ‘Annexod Book,’ as the
facsimile of the manusoript to which wo aro
refe. ring is vamed, was fairly written out from
this book.— Church Bells.

THE RELIGIOUS NEWSPAPER.

Wo take the following from tho Philadelphia
Presbyterian, It deserves porusal:—

“ The minister who complaine that his psople
know so little about the thought and work
of the Churok, aud yot who makes no offort
to put his Church paper in each-family of his
oongregation, has more reason to find fault
with his own romissness or indifforence than
with his people’s ignorance. He nogloats to
place within their reach the vory agenoy
which will bring tkem in contaot with a know.
ledge of what the aclive minds in the Chucoh
are thinking about, and what her best workers

are doing. He keeps from them the very
source of information and quickening which
they need. It will not do to suy that taking a
Church paper is their own look.out, or that
they should tako it without his urging, This
is not the way in which he reasons and sots in
other matters, When his heart is sot npon a
particular measure ho talks it up and persists
in pressing it upon tho attention until a proper
interest is arcused and his end is sttained,
People neod t0 bo urged to do the very things
which are best for them, and about which they
should be most intent:  Thua it isin regard to
the religious paper. Many perons think that
thoy must have their party organ and their
county or city paper, bat they bave yet to be
educated up 1o the nee and necessity of taking
and reuding the Church paper. They d. not
usually enbeoribe for it until urgently solivited to
do go by their pastor or an agent or somae friead.
Would it not then bs well for cach minister,
yes, 18 it not hig churchly daty, to work up an
intercat in the prper or papers of his Church
during the family visitation, from the pulpit,
and by the wayside ? There is no doubt that
he who circulates such a paper, or gets it cir-
oculated thronghout his congregation, reaps cor-
reepornding advantages, He sponks to & more
intelligent and reeponsive audience, Ho finds
& more wideawake and active people, Ho also
is the means of carrying blessings to many a
household and of extending his ivfl 1ence in
ways that he [ittle realizos,—Irish Rcclesias.
