be considered,

° recognize that Indigenous Peoples are “not anti-development” and that “mistakes
do not have to be repeated” in development,

o there are intergenerational responsibilities in decision-making on northern issues,

& there is a need to adjust to cyclical economies and developmment and develop a

resilient strategy for all decisions, including policymaking by consensus.

“We have something to give the world as well as ourselves by building on these ideas. We’re not
just inventing new structures. We’re creating new ways of being,” said Webber.

She thanked the Centre for organizing the roundtable, saying the event was “a wonderful way to
have such a democratic discussion.”

“I’m convinced that the Canadian Centre for Foreign Policy Development is an open door and an
excellent place to participate in shaping foreign policy.”
