He is most reasonable, and I
hope that the resuits he obtains 'will exceed
in value the expenses he entails.

Mr. CHIISHOLM: Yýou have provided
automobiles for inspectors in some pro-
vinces, and not in others. I do not under-
stand this.

Hon. Mr. REID: We have not a special
amount for an fnspector for Nova Scotia.
We have an inspector for New Brunswick,
and he hias been assisted by Mr. Woss.
We shahl have to ask for an inspector for
Nova Scotia in the Supplementary Esti-
mates.

Mr. FIELDING: I- bake it that the work
done by the Government of Nova Scotia
is se satisfactory that they do not need to
employ any one to watch. it, and we accept
the compliment. Has not Mr. Camipbell
the rank of a deputy minister? If se, why
does he Bot get the same salary?

Hon. Mr. REID: Mr. Campbell occupies
the position of Commissioner of Highways.
That is the titie that was given him, and
he gets the salary that was fixed for the
position.

Mr. FIELDING: Has ho not the rank
of a deputy?

Hon. Mr. REID: No.
Mr. COPP: There is an increase in this

item from $25,000 to $53.,000. I presume
there has been a reorganization of the
department since last year te account for
that increase.
