During the 1962
season the price at which cheese was exported
by this board ta Britain rose two and a
quarter cents.

1 may add that the price of Canadian
cheddar cheese lu Britalu is about as strong
as it has ever been-

Mr. MacEwan: The cheese or the price?
Mr. Hays: Han. members across the way

wha do nat know anythiug about cheese ought
ta know that it has ta, be strong, and the
price was strong, too. In sa far as the price
af milk is concerned for the production of
cheese, it is now anywhere from 10 to 27
cents a hundredweight higher than it was a
year ago.

REQUIREMENT THAT TELEPHONE COMPANY
EMPLOYEES COMPLETE PERSONAL RISTORY

FORMS

On the orders of the day:
Hon. C. M. Drury <Minister of Defence

Production>: On Friday last the hon. member
for Winnipeg North Centre asked a question
relating ta the personal history forms required
of employees by the Bell Telephone and other
provincial telephone companies. His question
was whether these were required by the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police in order that their
files on these employees may be complete.

The answer ta that is no. By way of ex-
planation I may say these contractars, in-
cluding the telephone campanies, who are en-
gaged on contracts relating ta security and
classified work must abtain security clearance
for ail their employees engaged in such wark,
but only the employees engaged lu such work.
The Department of Defence Production re-
quires such contractors ta have personal
history forms filled aut by thase employees
designated by the cantractors as the individu-
ais who will be engaged in this work. This
persanal history farm, is the basis of the
inquiry by the Royal Canadian Maunted
Police. In so far as the government is con-
cerned, the completion of these forms is re-
quired only af those contractars who have ta
have access ta classified information, and in
50 far as their employees are cancerned the
forms are required by the government only
lu respect of those employees wha need ta
have access ta classified information or will
be working on classified sites.

Mr. Stanley ICnowles (Winnipeg North
Centre): I thank the minister for the answer
to this question. May I ask, by way of a
supplementary question if either the Minister
of Defence Production or the Minister of
Justice can explain why 50 many employees
who have no cannection with anything that
is classified or in the realmn of security are
being required to camplete these forms? Could
we also be tald why the formn has not been
revised, as was promised by the previaus gav-
ernment same months ago?

Mr. Drury: I think the lion. member for
Winnipeg North Centre will understand that
this gavemnment accepts no respansibility for
promises made by previaus governiments.
